Dry off any residual water or cleaning agent with a soft cloth. Ensure that the seat and seat hinges do not
come in contact with abrasive, corrosive, or chlorine-based cleaners, as these may cause damage or
lead to flash rust. When cleaning the bowl, make sure that the seat and cover are kept in an upright posi-
tion until all cleaning agent has been flushed away.

A DISCONNECT THE MAIN PLUG BEFORE YOU START WITH CLEANING THE PRODUCT.

Do NOT use any scouring equipment or tools (ex: scouring pad) or any aggressive
cleaning agents for cleaning.

CLEANING CERAMIC APPLIANCES

Do not use harsh or abrasive cleaning substances such as abrasive cleansers, scouring powder or drain
cleaner on your ceramic surfaces.
