If the
electronics are set up incorredhy, the drone will not fiy.

4. Make sure o use the correc screws os listed in the manual when assembling your drone.

Elevafion: Raise the Quodrone using the throtile joystick. Grodually lower the Quodrane
sa it lands soffly to the ground.

Direction: Move the Quadrone in a cross patlern using the directional joystick.
Move forward, backward, left, right, and back to its original pasition.

Turming: Turn the Quodrone with the throttle joystick. Turn lefi and right repeatedly,
ond back to its original position.

Flying: Once you have maslered the previous three exerdses, drow o dirle on the ground.
Practice flying within the confines of the cirde. Norrow the dircle os your skills progress.
