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roduct Instructions
Be sure to fully charge the speaker before using for the first time.

Charge the Speaker
Lift the protective rubber seal of the charging port, and plug the small

connector of the included charging cable into the USB Type-C charging port on

the speaker.

Plug the other end of the cable into a USB power source, such as the USB port

on a computer or into a certified USB adapter (not included), and plug into a

wall socket.

The LED indicator on the back will glow RED when charging and turn off when

fully charged.

On lower power, you will hear a voice prompt saying “Please Charge.”

indicating that the speaker needs to be recharged.

Pair & Connect with a New Device
Press and hold the Multi-Function button on speaker for 3 seconds to turn

on the speaker. You will hear a voice prompt saying “Power on, Bluetooth

mode.” The LED indicator on the back of speaker will flash BLUE indicating the

speaker is in pairing mode.

Open the Bluetooth menu on your smart device and search for new devices.

When you see “Anthem” listed, tap it to connect. You will hear a voice prompt

saying “Connected.” and the LED indicator on the back of speaker will stay

solid BLUE when paired successfully.

Previously paired speaker will pair automatically after they are powered on.

Press and hold the Multi-Function button on speaker again for 3 seconds to

turn off the speaker. You will hear a voice prompt saying “Power off.”

Note: The speaker will automatically shut off after 5 minutes when it is
disconnected.

TWS Pairing Two Speakers
If you have two Anthem Light-Up IPX6 Waterproof Wireless Speaker, you can

make a True Wireless (TWS) pairing between them by following below steps:

Place the two speakers near each other, and power ON both speakers at the
same time.

The speaker should pair to each other automatically.

Follow the instructions under “Pair & Connect with a New Device” to connect

your device to the speaker pair.

Note:
Triple press the Multi-Function button on either speaker to disconnect two
speakers when the speakers are not paired to your device.
If you have previously paired your device to one of the speakers, you may need
to turn off Bluetooth of your device while you pair the speakers to each other.

Using the LED Lights
The LED lights will turn on automatically when the speaker is turned on.

Press the [Light] button to switch LED light modes.

Press and hold the [Light] button on speaker for 3 seconds to turn on/off the

LED light.

Using the Speaker in Wet Conditions
The speaker has an Ingress Protection rating of IPX6. This means it is protected

against water spray and splashes from all directions. It is NOT protected from

submersion in water, such as flooding.

Always make sure that the protective rubber seal is completely covering the

charging port before using the speaker in wet conditions. Never charge the
speaker in wet conditions.

Playing & Calling
Press the [Play] button to play/pause your audio.

Press the [+] button to skip to next track.

Press and hold the [+] button to increase volume.

Press the [-] button to skip to previous track.

Press and hold the [-] button on to decrease volume.

When there is an incoming phone call, press the [Play] button once to
answer an incoming phone call, and again to end a phone call.

Press and hold the [Play] button to reject an incoming call.

Press twice on the [Play] button to redial the last dialed number.

Reset the Speaker
If you have trouble pairing your speaker, forget the pairing name “Anthem”

from the list of the connected device and turn off the Bluetooth.

Follow the instructions under “Pair & Connect with a New Device” to pair

with the speaker again.
