DISPLAY
1. Battery charging: Icon shows when the speaker is charging.
AM: Icon displays when the time shows in 12-hour format, and in AM (morning]
PM: Icon displays when the time shows in 12-hour format, and in PM [afternoon/evening)
Battery: Icon shows when the speaker is being powered by batteries (not the charger]. Icon continues to blink when battery life is lower
than 30%.
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5. TV:lcon shows when the slide switches to “TV”
B. Music: Icon shows when the slide switches to “MUSIC”
7. . Displays when the radio is ON and frequency is shown
8. MHz: Icon displays when the radio is ON and frequency is shown
9. FM: Icon displays when the radio is ON and frequency is shown
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BATTERY CHARGING

Place the receiver on the base for charging for 6+ hours before first use. During charging, the Battery Charging icon is ON. When it is fully
charged, the Battery Charging icon is OFF. A fully-charged battery will give you up to 5 hours of listening time. When the speaker is powered
by battery, the battery ican is ON.

When the receiver is not in use, or when the Battery icon blinks, place the receiver on the base for charging.

OPERATION
0n/0ff, Volume, and Tone Control
1. Rotate the knab to turn the receiver On or Off, and to adjust the volume
2. Youcanturnyour TV speaker to Low or to Off. On saome TVs, you may need to use your remote to go into the TV's Menu to achieve an
optimal audio/speaker setting. Please refer to your TV's user manual for details
3. Toconserve hattery power, the receiver will shift into standby mode if no audio signal is received from the hase (after your TV is turned
off) for a period longer than three minutes. The valume On/Off indicator will be off during this standby time. When the audio signal is
received, the receiver will reactivate NOTE: If the receiver has hibernated too long and hasn’t connected with the base, rotate the knab,
turn off the receiver, then turn the receiver back on to re-sync with the base.
4. Set the Tone Control to a pasition that enables you to hear and understand dialogue best

Set Clock
1. Turn the knob clockwise to turn the speaker ON
2. Press “SET”
3. Press “-"or “+” to select 12-hr or 24-hr format
4. Press “SET” again, then press “-" or “+” to select hour
5. Press “SET” again, then press “-” or “+” to select minute
6. Press “SET” again to exit

FM Radio
1. Press “FM” to switch between FM radio and TV
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2. Press [or press and hold) “-” or “+” to select a different frequency

CONNECTION AND SETUP

Select an Audio Connection:
Locate the audio out connector on the back of your TV, or the headphone jack.

Analog Audio Output:
For analog audio output, use the included audio cable.

Headphone Jack:
You may also connect the Wireless TV Headphones via your TV's headphone jack. Use the provided audio cable and connect the base of the
speaker to your TV as shown below.

NOTE: In most cases, the TV speaker’s volume will be muted when using this type of connection.

For TV’s with Audio-0Out Ports (RCA type)
If the back of your TV has audio-output RCA-type ports, it is an analog-output setup. Use the provided audio cable and connect the base of
the Wireless TV Speaker to your TV as shown below.

NOTE: In most cases, TV speakers are not muted with this type of connection.

FOR TV’S WITH DIGITAL OUTPUT PORTS (OPTICAL)

If your TV has digital optical audio output ports, use the included optical cable. Connect it to the base of your Wireless TV Speaker as shown
below. In most cases, TV speakers are not muted with this type of connection.

NOTE: Newer TVs have the option to set digital audio output to either Dalby or PCM. The Wireless TV Speaker anly works with a PCM audio
format. Simply set your TV to PCM digital output. Contact your TV manufacturer for assistance if necessary.

AUDIO CONNECTION EXPANSION (FOR ANALOG OUTPUTS])

If your TV ar satellite/cahle box analog output ports have been used with other audio devices, the Wireless TV Speaker can be connected to
your TV or satellite/cable box by using the provided RCA Y-Adapter Cahles. (There are 2 cables with color-coded connector ends to match
the UR audio output connectors.) Connect the Wireless TV Speaker as shown below.
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Speaker Volume
1. Turn the knab clockwise to turn the speaker ON
2. Turn the knob clockwise to raise the valume. Turn the knob counter-clockwise to lower the volume

Speaker + Base Pairing
1. Place the speaker and hase within close range of each other
2. Press “PAIRING” on both the speaker and hase to pair

Playing Line-In Music
1. Place the speaker and base within close range of each other

TROUBLESHOOTING

No sound from the receiver
Check all connections to ensure that all cords are firmly connected at the back of the base and TV. Also confirm that the receiver is no more
than 100 feet away from the base

There is sound from the TV speaker, but no sound from the receiver
Check your TV speaker setting by going into the TV Menu using your remote. Make sure the TV is sending audio signals to the base

The Low Battery/Charging Indicator keeps blinking on the receiver

This indicates that the battery is low and needs to be placed on the base for recharging. When fully charged, the blinking will stop (in
approximately 3 hours). If the blinking does not stop, check to make sure the receiver is firmly connected and properly aligned with the base.
Plug your headphaones into the headphone jack. No sound will be emitted from the speakers. Adjust the headphone volume by rotating the
volume knob

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Unplug the AC Adapter from the wall. Then, use a dry, soft cloth to clean and dust the outside
surfaces and the charging contacts on the base. Do not immerse the receiver in water.
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PLACEMENT OF TRANSMITTER BASE

For best results, place the Transmitter Base on top of your TV stand, or on top of your TV (as shown below].
