General Function Description

4. Previous and next song: Short press for previous and next song.

5. Cycle button: Short press single and full cycle.

6. Previous and next: Short press for previous and next music, Long press PREVIOUS
and NEXT for switching folders.

FM radio Function

1. Short press mode key switch to the FM status.

2. Play/pause key: Short press to mute in broadcast mode and cancel the mute
function.

3. Previous/next song: Short press for upwards or downwards semi-automatic
search the next station.

4. Llong press to store the current radio, short press for selecting play radio.

5. FM telescopic antenna: the radio mode need to pull the antenna, and can
control remote place.

Record Function

1. Long press REC key , it enter into recording mode [ insert wired mic ) when
listened “di” voice.

2. Short press REC key will be paused recording when recording , then short press
again will be resume recording.

3. Long press REC key in recording mode , it will be exit recording when listened

“ di di “ voice.

4. In standby status , short press will be enter into recording status.

5. In playing recording status , short press is playing the next recording text .

Microphone Function Description

1. You can use the mic once insert it, “MIC" on the display will light on.
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Remote control description:

1. STBY: single press to stand by.

2.VOL+: Single press to volume+, long press to continue up the volume

3. MODE: Short press to switch mode: BT-USB disk-TF card-FM-Aux in

4. 14 : Short press to previous song when BT, USB disk and TF (SD) card mode.
Short press to search previous FM station when FM mode.

5. Pl : Short press to play/pause when BT, USB disk and TF (SD) card mode.

Short press to mute when FM mode.

7.VOL-: Single press to volume-, long press to continue turning down the volume
8. © : Short press to witch cycle between single song and all when USB disk and
TF card mode.

9. 0-9 number pads:

When USB disk and TF (SD) card mode, you choose the song quickly. For example:
you need to choose the 258th song, you can press “2"5"8"” and wait for 1 second,
it will turn to the 258th song and play automatically. In FM mode, long press to
store current FM station, short press to choose the already stored FM station.

In BT, AUX mode:1-6 is for lighting mode choice, when FM mode,0-? long press
to store current FM station, short press to choose previous/next FM station have
already been stored

Bluetooth Connection
