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I Buttons and functions

- Turn on the Bluetooth function in the device you wish to pair. Keep the product and the device in close

proximity for this step.
* - With the power off on the product, press the Function button for approximately 6 to 7 seconds until the
indication light alternately blinks red and blue. (*If the product is not connected to the device to be paired,
Bluetooth Pairing the product will automatically turn off after 5 minutes.)

- Find and select “PMO SOUNDBAND” from the Bluetooth list on your smart phone or device to be connected.
- Indication light will turn blue if pairing is successful (* Type “0000” if the device requests for password)

- To turn on the product, press the Function button for 3 to 4 seconds until the indication light turns red.

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I Trouble Shooting

Problem

Solution

Won't turn on

- Product will not turn on if battery is depleted completely. Check battery level and
charge sufficiently.

Frequently stops while using
the product

- Turn off the product then back on. If the fault continues, reconnect with the device.
- Reset the product. (Automatically reset if plugged in for charging)

Product does not appear in the
Bluetooth list of the device

- Check if the product is turned on.
- Check if the product is in search mode.
- Check if the device to paired is within the 10 meter Bluetooth range.

Frequent Bluetooth disconnection

- Check if the device to be paired is within 10 meter Bluetooth range.

- As a wireless technology, obstructions (wall, other devices, etc.) may cause Bluetooth
signal to weaken.

- Check if there are any obstructions between the device and the product.

- Connection may be disrupted by surrounding electric waves. Use the product in
environment with minimal wireless devices.

No sound

- Control the volume setting of the paired device.

My voice can’t be heard during
voice conversation

- Check if the mute function is turned on.
- Check if the mic is not obstructed.

Poor sound quality of
phone call, music

- Turn down the volume of the device to an appropriate setting.
- Wireless phones or wireless network devices create noise, disrupting phone calls or the
sound of music. Use the product away from devices that use or generate electric waves.

Decline in battery life

- Keeping a charged product or the battery in a low/high temperature environment may
deteriorate the battery life.
