CHARGING THE BATTERY

It is necessary to charge your tablet before it can be powered on.The initial charge time is
approximately 5 hrs. It is normal for the body of the tablet to become warm during charging and
after extended periods of use.

Charge the Battery with the AC/DC Power Adapter:

» Connect the AC/DC power adapter to a standard power outlet and the Micro-USB port on
the tablet.

Charge the Battery with the Micro USB charging cable and a PC:
» Connect the charging cable to the USB port of a powered on PC and the Micro-USB port
on the tablet. A window will appear asking how you want to use the USB connection, select
"“Charge this device” (for additional information on USB connections see pg. |8).
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POWER BUTTON

The Power Button will power the tablet on, off, or put the tablet into Sleep Mode. Sleep Mode
is a power saving mode that disables certain functions, namely, the screen.Your tablet will still do
things like play music, and remain ready to use at a moments’ notice.

Deleting Apps from Your Tablet
» Press and hold the app icon of the app want to delete. When the fly-out menu appears,
press Additional Info and press the button marked “Uninstall” to delete it from your tablet.

WIRELESS CONNECTIONS

the guide and enter the correct information when prompted. It will be useful to have your
router’s ID and password on hand if you don't already know them.

Connect to a Wi-Fi Hotspot Manually

» Swipe downwards from the top of the screen and press the Q icon. Go to Network &
Internet > Wi-Fi.

» Be sure the Wi-Fi indicator is in the ON position, select the desired network from the list,
and tap Connect. If the network is secured with a password you will be prompted to enter it
using the keyboard.

» Once completed, the display will show “Connected” under the name of the network, as well
as the Wi-Fi signal strength.

GOOGLE SEARCH

» Use the Google Search Bar for web searches. Use the keyboard to enter your search term
and begin searching the web.

Taking Snapshots

The camera takes still images by default, and must switch modes to take video.

» While in camera mode, swipe right from the left part of the screen and select Video.

» When you are ready, press n to begin recording video. Press again to stop recording.

USB CONNECTIONS

Transferring files with a PC/Mac

connection. This will reduce the risk of losing any data on both the computer and the tablet.

MICRO SD CARDS

Connecting a Micro SD card

that it is ready to use.

Accessing a Micro SD card
» To view files on a Micro SD card, swipe downwards from the top of the screen and press
Explore. This will open the file browser and the contents of the cards.

Unmount a Micro SD card
» To safely unmount a Micro SD card, swipe downwards from the top of the screen and press
Eject. It is now safe to manually remove the Micro SD card from its slot.

» When the card has been unmounted it is safe to remove the card from the tablet.
