Proper Use of the Mobile

To avoid causing internal circuit damage, please do not throw, strike, or shake the mobile

If your mobile is exposed to water, ensure it is powered off and do not attempt to turn it
on or open the mobile's back cover. Promptly take it to an authorised MEIZU service
center for inspection or factory repairs and do not attempt to dry it with heating devices
such as dryers or microwaves

Do not attempt to repair the mobile yourself. In the event your mobile or any of its
