« Step 3: Open the App, and search for the connected printer according to the prompts in the App.
Or double click the power button to print the QR code, and scan the code with the App to
connect to the printer. (Tips: Don't connect printer in the mobile phone Bluetooth settings.)
» Step 4: Select and edit the content to be printed in the App, confirm and print.
