GETTING STARTED:
1. Loosen the screw from the battery/Bluetooth
unit to remove the lid.
2. Insert 3 AAA Batteries (not supplied) taking care to match the +/-
symbols shown inside the battery box compartment.
3. Replace and tighten the screw.

OPERATION INSTRUCTIONS:
Activate
1. Turn the switch to “ON". (The LED bulbs on the sweater will be flashing.)
2. Press the front button for 3 seconds, a noise
"DING" will be heard confirming activation, and
the blue LED will flash, preparing for device pairing.
3. Turn on the “Bluetooth” on your device.
4. Find the device "FOCO".
5. Enter pin “8888", then press "Connect”
7. A noise “Ding Dong" means the device is
connected to the device successfully.

You can now play music through
your Bluetooth sweater speaker system.

OPERATION INSTRUCTIONS:
Deactivate
1. Press the front button for 3 seconds, a noise “Ding-Ding-Ding”
will be heard indicating the device is de-activated. The Blue
LED will also not be showing. Turn the switch to off.

This device will automatically re-pair to your device once it is activated again.
Please note, this device will automatically keep searching for devices if not switched
off.

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WASH CARE:

Before Washing:

1. Remove the plastic washers from all of the LED
lamps on the sweater front. Keep these small washers in a safe place.
2. Turn sweater inside-out.
3. Remove the material panel, attached with hook

and loop fasteners, to reveal the wires and back sides of the LED lamps.

4. Ensuring Step One (1) has been followed, pull the
LED lamps through the back of the sweater to remove.
5. Remove all wiring and the Bluetooth battery box. Disconnect
the battery box at the male and female push joint section.
6. Replace the material panel and hook and
loop fasteners to their original place.
7. Turn sweater right-side out.
8. The sweater is ready for washing. Please follow the care instructions,
provided on the sew label, attached inside the sweater’s
left-side seam for further information on how to wash.

AFTER WASHING:
1. Turn sweater inside-out and remove the material panel.
2. Re-insert the LED lamps, one at a time, to their original position and
replace the small plastic washers on the sweater front to secure.
3. Replace the material panel.
4. Re-attach the Bluetooth battery box to its original position and
ensure the male & female connecters are pushed together tightly.
5. Turn sweater right-side out.
