1. Notice Center

In the notification panel, shortcuts have more space, and the order of these shortcuts is
adjusted from the network big data of shortcuts using frequency. Long press the push
message in the notification panel then a switch can be seen, and it can open and close all
notices of the application.

2. Settings menu

In the Android Oreo, the settings interface has changed greatly. The main menu's coverage
has become wider. More functions will be reflected in the sub menu, and many icons have
been redesigned in the settings interface.

3.Pinned Shortcuts

A Pinned Shortcuts function is created in Android Oreo. You can see a pop-up of the sub
menu when long press a application's icon, and you can use some functions of this
application quickly by this way.

4. Icon shape

In the Android Oreo, You can use different application icons, such as rounded rectangles or
circular icons, etc.

5. Backstage restriction

Android Oreo will further optimize the background program. Reduce the resource
occupancy of system When the application is not fully withdrawn, and reduce the
consumption of electricity.

6. Installation restrictions

In the Android Oreo, user can add installation restrictions function in the permissions
settings.

7. Split screen

In Android Oreo, the PIP function has been strengthened, more smooth, and you can drag
the floating window's position to anywhere of the screen, and then continue to work in
the main screen. Such as the window of video playing can be suspended above the other
App that is being used.So you can perform a multitasking operation.

8.Notification Dots

Android Oreo also adds notification function, which will indicate user's travel and
information. Some notices can also be set to remind later.

9. Save the password automatically

This feature will save some of the user's accounts and passwords for rapid login in Web
sites or applications, with a great increase in efficiency.

10.Google Play Protect

This function is mainly used in Google Play.The downloaded applications and games will
be checked to see if it is harmful or even carrying the virus.

11. Application acceleration

In Android Oreo , most applications will start up to twice as fast. This is due to the
optimization of the new system, reducing the resources occupied by the applications that
in background, and making better handling of problems such as concurrent processes. It is
also a very useful function.



12. Font optimization

In Android Oreo, Google™ also increased more support for system fonts, developers can
change their font styles themselves. So users have more font choices.

Before using the device for the first time, you must charge the battery.

Install the SIM card

You need to insert a SIM card to use the Phone function. To install the SIM card, follow the
instructions below.

1. Insert a memory card with the gold contacts facing downwards.

2. Push the memory card into the slot.

Home screen

Auto-rotate : Location

Notification panel

Pull down to open the top of the notification bar to show the 5 users commonly used shortcut
switch, support click on the switch, and long press to enter the corresponding settings. If you
continue to pull down the notification bar to display all the quick switch, fast switch in the lower
right corner of page will display a "Edit" button, click to add / delete custom shortcut switch, or
drag the sort.

Tap icon to activate or deactivate wireless connection features and other settings.

Wi-Fi : Activate or deactivate the Wi-Fi connection.

Auto-rotate screen : Activate or deactivate the auto rotation feature.

Brightness : Adjust the basic brightness level of the display to lighter or darker.

Notifications : Activate or deactivate the notification feature.

Settings : Access Settings application.

Auto rotation

If you rotate the device while using some features, the interface will automatically rotate as well.
To prevent the interface from rotating, open the notifications panel and select Auto-rotate

screen, then scroll it to Off.

Lock & unlock the screen

Slide to unlock the screen.

To lock the screen manually, press Power key.

Customize your device

To customize your device according to your preferences, tap Settings from application list or

notification panel.



Manage applications

To manage the applications installed on your device, tap Settings™Apps.
1. To uninstall an application, select an item and tap UNINSTALL, tap OK to confirm.

2. To stop or change the settings of an application, select an item and tap the option you need.

Security

You can protect your device and data by setting screen lock or encrypting your mobile phone.

To set a screen lock, tap Settings™Security™ Screen lock from application list.
® None : Deactivate the screen lock.
® Swipe : Slide to unlock the screen.
® Pattern ; Draw a pattern to unlock. Follow the instructions to draw your lock
pattern. When prompted, draw the pattern to unlock the screen.
® PIN : Enter a numeric PIN to unlock. When prompted, enter the PIN to unlock the
screen.
® Password : Enter a passcode to unlock. When prompted, enter the passcode to
unlock the screen.
€ Screen time-out
Select Settings™Display™Sleep from application list, you can set the time before the screen
times out and goes into lock mode. ( you have not entered any characters or made other

selections).

Display size

Android Go will bring a new set of secondary functions, now you can not only adjust the font size,
but also adjust the display size.
1.You can set it Settings= Display* Display size

Data saver

Android Go has a new traffic protection program that will count the traffic usage for each
application.
1.You can set it Settings™ Data usage>Datasaver



Quick Switch

1. You can switch applications by simply double clicking the "Recents" button

Reset mobile phone

You can reset system and desktop settings to their original values by the following steps:

1. Select Settings**Backup & reset from application list.

2. Tap Factory data reset.

3. Tap RESET PHONE.

4. Tap ERASE EVERYTHING.

The device resets to the factory default settings automatically.

To use calling functions, tap Phone from application list.

€ Make calls

To make calls, you can use any of the three ways:
® Enter numbers by using the virtual numeric keypad on the screen
® Make a call from call log.
®  Make a call from contacts.

€ Answer acall

To answer a call, drag the circled button to the green button.

€ Decline or end a call

To decline a call, drag the circled button to the red button.

To end a call in progress, tap the red button.

€ Call settings

To change call settings, tap the option button at the lower Right below the dial-up interface.

Voice mail

With the call divert network service, you can direct incoming calls to your voice mailbox.

® Tap Service to set your voice mail service provider.

® Tap Setup to set your voice mail number.

® Tap Sound to set the desired ringtone for your voice mail.

® Tick the box next to Vibrate and the mobile phone vibrates to notify you of a voice mail.

Fixed Dialling Numbers

If FDN mode is activated, your device will restrict outgoing calls, except for the numbers
stored in the FDN list.

Quick responses

Quick response is a feature to reject the call with the predefined messages.

Tap one of the pre-written messages to be displayed when you want the call to be rejected,
then tap OK.

Call forwarding

Call diverting is a network feature to send incoming calls to another number that you specify.
Call waiting

If call waiting is activated, the network notifies you of a new incoming call while you have a

call in progress or you can make a new call during a call.

Contacts

Tap Contacts from application list to access contacts.

® All : List all your contacts saved in the device memory and SIM cards.
®  Favorites : List the contacts that you have set as favorites or the contacts that you

have sent message to or dialed.

€ Add new contact

Import from MEMORY card
To import contact files (in vcf format) from a memory card to your device, tap the option
button at the upper right and then select Import/Export™= COPY CONTACTS FROM select
MEMORY card™click NEXT"=*COPY CONTACTS TO select Phone contact™click NEXT ,select
one or multiple or all vCard files to import, click OK ,Choose vCard files, and then click OK.

To export contacts from your device to a memory card, tap the option button at the upper

€ Search for contacts

1. CIickO‘ at the title bar from contact list screen, enter the desired information, then your
device shows the result.

number, your device shows the result immediately.

4. In To field, enter the recipient’s mobile phone numbers or email addresses manually. If
you enter more than one number or email, separate them with a comma.
5. In Type message field, enter the text of the message.

6. Select Send to send the message.
Gmail

You can retrieve new email messages from the Google Mail webmail service to your inbox. Before

you can send or receive mail on your device, you need to set up a Gmail account.

€ Create a Gmail account

If you don’t have a Google Account, tap New, then follow the on-screen instructions to create a

new one.

€  Set up a Gmail account

If you want to add an existing account, tap Existing, enter your email address and password,

and then select Next,when you are finished setting up the email account, the email

messages are downloaded to your device.

€ View email messages

1. When you open the email account, the amount of unread email messages is displayed at the
title bar and the unread email messages are displayed in bold.

2. Toview an email message, tap it.

3. To mark an important email message, tap the star icon below the date. To cancel the mark,
tap the star icon again.

€ Create and send an email

1. CIick=+.

2. In To field, enter the recipient’s email addresses manually and separate them with a comma.
Add more recipients by tapping Cc/Bcc.

3. Toinsert attachments, tap the option button at the upper right and select Attach file.

4. Enter the subject and the text.

5. ClickSEND to send the email.

Play Store

Play Store allows you to easily download an abundance of applications directly to your device.

File Manager

USB Connection

You can connect your device to a PC and use it as a removable disk, which allows you access the
file directory.

Wi-Fi

With Wi-Fi, you can connect to the internet or other network devices anywhere an access point
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or wireless hotspot is available.
