4. The output current for the charging power adapter should be above 2A in order to charge 
effectively.

5. Once activated,the Nano automatically moves to the initial status/zero point.Please ensure 
that the track is clear of obstacles prior to starting. It is recommended that users keep their 
hands clear of the tracks to avoid damage or injury.
