Install the battery in the machine properly, connect the camera with the charger
via the standard USB cable. Also can connect the camera with the computer for
charging.

2.4 Turn On/ Off The Camera

Long press the [ Power Button] to turn on the camera, in power-on state, long
press the [ Power Button] , the camera will be turned off. This camera support
the functions of turning on/off the machine automatically when turning on/off the
screen. Even in the shutdown state, when open the display panel, the camera
will be turned on automatically; when close the display panel, the camera will

be turned off automatically. If the power is exhausted, “ low power ” will be shown
on the screen and automatically shut down in seconds.
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2.5 Switch The Mode

Press the [ Mode Button] to switch between Video Mode, Photo Mode and
Setup Mode. The corresponding mode will be shown on the top left corner of
the screen. Also, users can click the icon on the top left of the screen to switch
between modes.

2.6 Introduce The Use Of The Remote-Controller

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2.11 Use The Zoom Function

This camera has digital zoom function, so as to achieve zoom when shooting.

Slid rightwards the [Zoom Button] to close the distance with the object (Zoom in
the object ). Slid leftwards the [ Zoom Button] to distance the object (Zoom out
the object ).

2.12Use IR Night Vision Mode

This camera built-in IR night vision mode, it can record videos or take photos make
in a dark environment.

In Photo/Video Mode, gently press the [ Power Button] to turn on the IR Fill Light,
and the icon will be shown on the left of the screen. This camera enter in the night
vision mode. At this time, the frame is the black and white display. The videos or
photos are also black and white. gently press the [ Power Button] again to return
the normal mode.

Attention!

IR night vision mode can be open/close in Photo/Video Mode, in the Video
Mode, the IR light can’t be turned on/off. If want to use it, please turn on/off
the lightin advance. In IR night vision mode, just the black and white photos
or videos can be shot, the colorful files can’t .

Zoom function can be worked in Photo/Video Mode, the operating way is the
same.

3 Use The Camera

The chapter assists you to understand how to use the all kinds of advanced functions
of the camera.

3.1 Photo Shooting

The chapter introduce how to use the camera to shoot photos. Turn on the camera,
press the [Mode Button] to switch into the Photo Mode. Also, users can click the
icon on the top left corner of the screen to enter the mode select frames, then click

the “ Camera "icon to enter the Photo Mode.

1. According to the image displayed on the screen to choose and adjust the shooting
target.

2. Hold the camera and press the [Photo Button] to shoot photos.

3. The number of the photos can be shot in each resolution ratio will be shown on the
top right corner of the screen.

4.“No Card ” will be shown on the screen if there is no SD card in the camera, “ Storage
Card Full ” will be shown on the screen when the SD card is full. This moment ,please
insert another SD card to continue shooting.

5. The number of the shooting photos is decided to the volume of the memory card and
the chosen resolution ratio, the higher the resolution, the more the occupied memory.
Before shooting photos, users can set the relative parameters in the Photo Mode.

The detail introduce is as follows:
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3.1.1 Photo Size Set
This function can set the photo resolution, the higher the resolution, the greater the
quality of the photo, and the larger the size of the photo.
1. In Photo Mode, press the [ Menu Button] to call out the menu, press the

[W/T Button] to choose the “ Photo Size " option.
2. Press the [Photo Button] to enter sub-menu.
3. Press the [W/T Button] to choose the required photo size option. 2M/3M/5M/7M/
8M/10M/12M/16M/20M/22M. Press the [Photo Button] to save and back to the
photo size menu.
4.This camera supports touch, touch and click the “ Menu ” icon on the bottom left
corner of the screen to enter the menu. Click the * Photo Size " icon to enter the
sub-menu, click the upwards or downwards icon to page to view. Then, click the
required mode icon to save.

3.1.2 Photo Quality Set
This function can set the photo quality, the higher the resolution, the clearer the photos.
1.In Photo Mode, press the [ Menu Button] to call out the menu, press the

[W/T Button] to choose the “ Photo Quality ” option.
2. Press the [Photo Button] to enter sub-menu.
3. Press the [W/T Button] to select the required quality option, Normal/Fine/
Super Fine. Press the [Photo Button] to save and back to the photo quality menu.
4. This camera supports touch, touch and click the “* Menu ” icon on the bottom left
corner of the screen to enter the menu. Click the “ Photo Quality ” icon to enter the
sub-menu, click the required quality icon to save.

3.1.3 Metering Mode Set
This function can adjust the required light pattern according to the different scene of
the shot photos.
1.In Photo Mode, press the [ Menu Button] to call out the menu, press the

3. Press the [W/T Button] to select the required metering mode option, Spot
Metering / Multipoint Metering / Central Metering.

Press the [ Photo Button] to save and back to the exposure menu.

4. This camera supports touch, touch and click the “ Menu ” icon on the bottom

left corner of the screen to enter the menu. Click the “ Exposure " icon to enter

the sub-menu, click the upwards or downwards icon to page to view. Then, click

the required exposure icon to save.
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3.1.7 Photo Mode Set
This function can set optimal mode according to users requirement.

press the [ Record/Stop Button] again to stop recording.

3. The recorded files will be saved in the memory card automatically.
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Before recording videos, users can set the relative parameters in the Video Mode.

3.2.1 Video Size Set
This camera have preset a variety of video size, users can choose the optional
video size to record videos.

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3.2.3 White Balance Set
This function can adjust the color deviation of the recorded videos according to the
different liquid source conditions.
1.In Video Mode, press the [ Menu Button] to call out the menu, press the

[ W/T Button] to choose the “ White Balance ” option.
2. Press the [Photo Button] to enter sub-menu.
3. Press the [ W/T Button] to select the required white balance option, Auto/
Daylight/Cloudy/ Tungsten/Fluorescent(H)/Fluorescent(L). Press the

[ Photo Button] to save and back to the white balance menu.
4. This camera supports touch, touch and click the “ Menu " icon on the bottom
left corner of the screen to enter the menu.

This camera supports touch, touch and click the “ Menu ” icon on the bottom left
corner of the screen to enter the menu. Click the “ Metering Mode " icon to enter the
sub-menu, click the required mode icon to save.

3.2.6 Effect Set
This function permits users set the required video effects.
1.In Video Mode, press the [ Menu Button] to call out the menu, press the

[W/T Button] to choose the “ Effect ” option.
2. Press the [ Photo Button] to enter sub-menu.
3. Press the [W/T Button] to select the required effect option, Normal/B & W/Retro/
Negative/ Red/Green/Blue. Press the [ Photo Button] to save and back to the
effect menu.
4. This camera supports touch, touch and click the “ Menu ” icon on the bottom left
corner of the screen to enter the menu. Click the “ Effect ” icon to enter the sub-menu,
click the required effect icon to save.

3.3 The Operation Of The Setup Menu

In the setup menu, users can set the basic settings, such as Language, Date and
time, Auto power-off, Format operation and so on.

Turn on the camera, press the [ Mode Button] to switch into the “ Setup Mode ”.

This camera supports touch, users can also click the icon on the top left corner of
the screen to enter the mode select frames, then click the setup icon to enter the

menu.

3.3.1 Sounds
This function can set the every operation prompt tone of the camera.
1. In Setup Mode, press the [ W/T Button] to choose the “ Sounds " option, press
[ Photo Button] to enter the sub-menu.
2. Press the [W/T Button] to select the required sounds option; Press the
[ Record Button] to switch to the required adjusting option. Press the
[ Photo Button] to save and back to the sounds menu.
3.This camera supports touch, touch and click the icon on the top left corner of the
screen to enter the mode select frames. Choose the “ Setup Mode ", click the
“Sounds " icon to enter the sub-menu. Then, click the required sounds option icon
and select the required option leftwards/ rightwards.
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3.3.2 Frequency
This function can avoid the image flashing when shooting in the lighting condition.
Please refer to the local power standard.
1. In Setup Mode, press the [ W/T Button] to choose the “ Frequency ” option,
press

[ Photo Button] to enter the sub-menu.
2. Press the [W/T Button] to select the required frequency option: 50Hz/60Hz.
Press
the [Photo Button] to save and back to the frequency menu.
3.This camera supports touch, touch and click the icon on the top left corner of
the screen to enter the mode select frames. Choose the “ Setup Mode ”, click
the “ Frequency " icon to enter the sub-menu. Then, click the required frequency
icon to save.

3.3.3 Auto Power-off

This function permits automatically powering off the camera to save the power
supply if users don’t use it in a certain time.

1. In Setup Mode, press the [ W/T Button] to choose the “ Auto-Power-off " option,
press [Photo Button] to enter the sub-menu.

2. Press the [W/T Button] to select the required auto power-off time option:
Off/1 Min./3 Min./ 5 Min.. Press the [ Photo Button] to save and back to the auto
power-off menu.

3.This camera supports touch, touch and click the icon on the top left corner of
the screen to enter the mode select frames. Choose the “ Setup Mode ”, click

the “ Auto Power-off " icon to enter the sub-menu. Then, click the required auto
power-off time icon to save.

3.3.4 Date And Time

Users can set the date and time for the camera by this function.

press the [ Record Button] to switch to the required adjusting option. press the

leftwards/rightwards " icon to select the required option.

2. Press the [W/T Button] to select the compatible TV output option: NTSC / PAL.
Press the [ Photo Button] to save and back to the Setup Mode.

3.This camera supports touch, touch and click the icon on the top left corner of
the screen to enter the mode select frames. Choose the “ Setup Mode 7, click the
‘page upwards/page downwards” icon, click the “ TV Output ” icon to enter the
sub-menu. Then, click the required TV output icon to save.

3.3.7 Format
This camera can format the camera and the memory card, delete all documents.
Because the deleted data can not be recovered, please use the function prudently.
1. In Setup Mode, press the [W/T Button] to choose the “ Format ” option, press

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3.3.8 Restore The Default

data in the machine and the memory card.

" option, press [Photo Button] to enter the sub-menu.

The shot photos can be played back on the camera, and users can delete, protect,
slide play the photos.

This function can protect the photo files don’t be deleted accidentally. When the
photo is locked, users must release lock before deleting.

2. Press the [ W/T Button] to select the required operate option: Lock This/
Unlock This/Lock All/ Unlock All.
3. Press the [ Photo Button] to confirm execution and back to the Playback Mode.
4. The camera supports touch. In Playback Mode, touch and click the “Menu ”
icon on the bottom left corner of the screen to enter the menu. Click the “ Lock
The Files " icon to enter the sub-menu. Click the required operation icon to save.
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3.4.1.2Delete The Files
This function can delete one photo or delete all photos one time.
1. In Playback Mode, press the [ Menu Button] to call out the menu, press the

[ W/T Button] to choose the “ Delete The Files " option. Press the [ Photo Button]
to enter sub-menu.
2. Press the [W/T Button] to select the required delete option: Delete This/
Delete All.
3. Press the [Photo Button] to confirm operation, confirm whether to delete the
file again: Yes / No, press the [Photo Button] again to confirm execution and
back to the Playback Mode.
4. The camera supports touch. In Playback Mode, touch and click the “Menu”
icon on the bottom left corner of the screen to enter the menu. Click the “ Delete
The Files " icon to enter the sub-menu. Then, confirm whether to delete the file,
click the required operate icon to save.

3.4.1.3 Slide Play

1. In Playback Mode, press the [ Menu Button] to call out the menu, press the

[ W/T Button] to choose the “ Slide Play ” option. Press the [ Photo Button]
to enter the sub-menu.
2. Press the [W/T Button] to choose the required mode of playback: Start/
Spacing/Repeat ( Spacing/Repeat ) Mode. Press the [ Record Button] to switch
the sub-mode, press the [ Photo Button] to save and back to slid play mode.
3. The camera supports touch. In Playback Mode, touch and click the “ Menu” icon
on the bottom left corner of the screen to enter the menu. Click the “ Slide Play ”
icon to enter the sub-menu. Click the required option to the slid play mode
( Spacing/Repeat Mode. Select the play sub-mode leftwards/rightwards ). Click the

3.4.2.2 Delete The Files

This function can delete one video or delete all videos one time.

1. In Playback Mode, select a video file, press the [ Menu Button] to call out the
menu, press the [W/T Button] to choose the “ Delete The Files ” option. Press
the [Photo Button] to enter sub-menu.

2. Press the [W/T Button] to select the required delete option: Delete This/
Delete All.

3. Press the [Photo Button] to confirm operation, confirm whether to delete the
file again: Yes / No, press the [ Photo Button] again to confirm execution and
back to the Playback Mode.

4. The camera supports touch. In Playback Mode, lick the “ Leftwards/Rightwards ”
icon to select a video file, then click the “ Menu " icon on the bottom left corner of
the screen to enter the menu. Click the “ Delete The Files ” icon to enter the
sub-menu. Then, confirm whether to delete the file again: Delete This/Delete All.
Click the required operate icon to save.

Note: The video files can’t be deleted when locked, if need to be deleted, please
release the lock in advance.
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3.5 WIFI Connection

This camera can be remote operated in WIFI Mode, the detail functions and

the related applications after connecting WIFI is as follows:

1. Long press the [Playback Button] 3s to open the WIFI function, this

moment, “Waiting WIFI Connection ” will be shown on the screen. Short press
[Playback Button]

to close the WIFI function.

2. Android system mobile phone and tablet search the APP “iSmart DV " files

in (Gogoiplay) application store to get install program and then install the APP.

3. 10S system mobile phone and tablet search the APP “iSmart DV " files in

APP store to getinstall program and then install the APP.

4. Open the setup function of the mobile phone, click the “ WIFI " to enter the

sub-menu, search the WIFI name of the camera equipment “ FHDV_****** " |

click to connect with equipment , import the connection keywords

“1234567890 ", then click to confirm connection.

5. Open and enter the installed APP “iSmart DV ” of the mobile phone to remote

operate the camera.

Note: Because the brands or system of the equipment is different, there will

be a little difference in operation ways. The roughly operation is the same, so

do not affect the users use or operate the camera.
