Ethernet port by Ethernet cable, and then choose the working
mode to be Broadband mode and configure the

PPoE/Static/DHCP parameters to accessto internet.




6. VOLTE & CS Domain Voice Call

The router supports both VoLTE and CS domain voice all
senices. To change the call mode select Settings > Phone and
chosethedesired option fromthe dropdown menu.
