Getting Started

Charging the Microphone

Insert the small connector of the supplied Type-C USB charging cable into the
charging port on the bottom of the microphone. Insert the large connector into
the USB port on a computer, a USB charging device, or a 5V/1A USB adapter (not
included), and plug into a wall outlet. The LED indicator will turn RED while
charging, and will turn OFF when fully charged.

Note: the microphone will sound a tone when it is low on power, indicating that it
needs to be recharged.

Powering the Microphone ON/OFF
Press & hold the [@] button to power the microphone ON/OFF. A tone will sound
indicating that the microphone is powered ON.

Power the microphone ON. After a moment a voice will sound, indicating

Bluetooth Pairing Mode.

2. Set your Bluetooth-enabled mobile device to search for Bluetooth devices.
When it appears, select “PNSNPBTMIC-FB” from the list of found devices.

3. After successfully pairing, you are able to play music on the microphone’s
speaker.

True Wireless (TWS) Pairing

2 Peanuts microphones can be paired to one another through True Wireless

(TWS) Pairing:

1. Power both microphones ON and enter Bluetooth Mode.

2. Press and hold the [@] button on either microphone to enable TWS Pairing.
After a momnet a voice will sound, indicating that the 2 microphones have
paired to each other.

3. When finished TWS Pairing, Press and hold the [@] button to disable the
TWS Pairing.

Note: during TWS Pairing the second microphone’s LED indicator will turn solid

BLUE, and the main microphone’s LED indicator will flash BLUE.

Using the Microphone With a Karaoke App

1. Pair to your device via Bluetooth (see the “Bluetooth Pairing Mode” section in
this manual for instructions on how to connect).

2. Open a karaoke app of your choice.

3. While musicis playing, press & hold the [®] button to MUTE/REDUCE VOCALS
(note that not all apps/files will support this function).

Adjusting Playback & Volume

« Pressthe [@] button to PLAY/PAUSE playback.

« Pressthe [®] and [®] buttons to SKIP TRACKS.

« Pressthe [®]and [©] buttons to ADJUST MIC VOLUME.

*  Press & Hold the [®] and [©] buttons to ADJUST MUSIC VOLUME.

Adjusting Microphone Sound Effects
«  2xpress the [®] or [©] buttons to ADJUST ECHO VOLUME.
« Press & hold the [®] button to CHANGE SOUND EFFECT.

FM Mode
1. Insert the small connector of the supplied Type-C USB cable into the charging
port on the bottom of the microphone to use as the radio antenna.
2. Power the speaker ON, then press the [@ ] button to switch to FM Mode. A
tone will sound to indicate the mode switch.
3. While in FM Mode:
o Press the [@] button to SCAN STATIONS. The microphone will
automatically save and track the found stations as it scans.
o Press the [®] and [@] buttons to SKIP STATIONS.
o Press and hold the [®] and [©] buttons to ADJUST VOLUME.
4. To return to Bluetooth Pairing Mode, press the [@] button again.
