OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

n Carefully remove items from package.

m Each vehicle requires 3 "AAA” 1.5V batteries (not
included). Each remote control requires 2 “AAA” 1.5V
batteries (not included). When changing batteries, adult
supervision is required. Use alkaline batteries for best

performance.

Locate the battery compartment on the bottom of each
vehicle, and the handle of each remote. Loosen the
screws and remove the battery doors. Insert "AAA”
batteries while observing the correct polarity in each
compartment. Replace the battery doors and tighten the

screws.
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Switch both car and remote buttons to “"ON" position.
For best result use the car on hard surfaces such as
wood or tile.
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Attaching Rider

1. Insert the white peg (located on
bottom of rider) into the hole on
the vehicle's seat.
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2. Gently press down until the
rider clicks into place.
