Function Keys:

1. ON/OFF

Slide ON/OFF switch to the right to power on. The blue light will
come on. Slide ON/OFF switch to the left; the blue light will blink
and the unit will power off.

2. Wireless Connection

Follow the operating instructions of your wireless device for pairing

with the speaker. Typically this is done by going to the “Wireless”,

“Set Up” or “Connect” menu and selecting the option to search for
ireless devices.

1. Mic

2. ON/OFF

3. TF Card Slot

4. Mode Switch/Restore to factory settings
5. Vol-/Previous song

6. Play/Pause/Phone

7. Vol+/Next song

When pairing, the blue light will blink quickly; use cell phone or
computer or other device. Search device name “LC SPEAKER”,
click to connect, blue light turn off when connection successful;
blue light blink quickly when connection out of range.

3. When you play music

1. Short press “Play/Pause/Phone” key to pause music or pause
music to answer a call. A second short press will resume playing
music again;

2. Short press “Vol-/Previous song”, the speaker will play the
previous song;

3. Short press “Vol+/Next song”, the speaker will play the next
song;

4. long press “Vol-/Previous song”, reduces speaker volume;

5. long press “Vol+/Next song”, increases speaker volume. You will
hear a prompt when maximum volume is reached. Volume can also
be controlled directly from your phone or device to reach higher
volume.

4. Hands free phone call operation

1. When a phone call is incoming, the blue light remains on.
Short press the “Play/Pause/Phone” key to answer;

long press the “Play/Pause/Phone” key to reject the call.

2. When on an active call, short press “Play/Pause/Phone” to
hang up.

3. When the Speaker is in standby /music mode, long press the
“Play/Pause/Phone” key to re-dial the last call.

4. Sounds from speaker in wireless mode, press “Play/Pause/-
Phone” for one second, the call will switch to mobile phone;

5. Sounds from mobile phone in wireless mode, press
“Play/Pause/Phone” for one second, the call will switch to speaker.

5. Mode Switch (Wireless-TF Card-AUX-FM)

When speaker is on with TF Card inserted, click “M” key to switch
through different modes one by one in this order.

Wireless-TF Card-FM-AUX- Wireless.

(FM Mode Connecting the USB cable to be FM Antenna, long press

“play/pause” automatic search platform. Some items do not have
AUX, FM modes).

6. Charging

Connect the Micro 5P charging cable to speaker’s Micro USB port,
insert the other end to the USB port of a 5V charger. A red light is
illuminated when charging, and will switch off when full charge is
reached.

7. Restore to factory settings
In wireless connection mode, long press “M” key for 3 seconds, the
blue light will blink rapidly, restoring the speaker to factory settings.

Quality Tips

1. In order to avoid damage to your hearing and prolong the
speaker’s use-life, please don't listen to music for long time in
a high volume environment.

2. When a power short occurs, please immediately turn off
the power switch, unplug the USB plug, to prevent speaker
and other components becoming damaged.

3. Overuse of battery will affect the wireless distance and
use-life capabilities, please charge regularly and only when
battery is fully depleted.
