4..Microphone Operating Instruction

*Turn on the speaker: Press and hold the power button to turn
on the speaker.

*Wireless connection: Turn on wireless on your smart phone.Find the
device name and pair, The speaker will make a toneif the pairing is
compeleted.

*Turn on the microphone: Press and hold the power button onthe
microphone. The microphone will be connected to the
speaker automatically.

*Adjust microphone volume, echo volume and reverb volume.and
choose a tone effect you want.

*Open music applicaiton on your smartphone and play a songThe
volume of the song can also be adjusted via yoursmartphone. Short
press the vocal cut button to removevocals of the song.

*(Nate: Once you pair the speaker with your smart phone viawireless,
they will automatically connect with each other asyou turn on the
speaker the next time. The wireless connectioncan be disconnected
in the wireless setting on your phone.)

*If the speaker crashes, please press and hold the powerbutton
for 8 seconds to reset the speaker.
