1. Powering up the massage chair

first be sure the power switch at the back of the massage chair is in the off “O“ position. then
insert the power cable into the port to the left of the switch. Once firmly plugged in, proceed to plug
the power cord into the outlet. Then put the switch to the on “I* and the remote should light up.

2. Starting your massage

Sit in the chair with your buttocks firm pressed against the backrest to ensure that the chair will provide a
consistent massage pressure from top to bottom. The press “on“ button and select a massage.

Maintenance
