To Install the SIM Card

1. Make sure the device is tumed off and the front facing down. Hold
the firmly and use the notch at the bottom comer to loosen the cover,
Use materiol with a hard, thin edge such as your fingemail or a credit
card to carefully run along the seam to loosen, then lift the cover until
it detaches completely

2. Locate the SIM card siot and insert the proper SIM card into the
proper siot. For more information on SIM card installation, check out
the included SIM Card & Micro D Card Installation Guide.

3. To tum on/off a SIM card go to Settings > SIM management, then
side the SIM card siiders. To turn on/off aSiM card” s data connection,
