Charging tips

® \When the battery is low, the speaker will emit a low battery alert voice prompt. If the battery level remains low
and the speaker detects three low battery alerts within one minute, it will automatically power off.

® When charging, the red light will remain on, and when fully charged, the red light will turn off.

® Do not place this product near a heat source, such as a radiator, fireplace, or other device that produces heat.
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M INPUT key

e Short press the "Input" function when turned on, cycle short press to switch between "BT", "USB", "AUX",
and "FM"
e Long press and hold for 10 seconds to reset the function, and then shut down after resetting

® USB indicator light: Automatically play after inserting the USB drive, and the play LED light remains on

e AUX indicator light: Automatically play after inserting AUX, and the play LED light remains on

® Encoder indicator light: Press and hold the "Power ON/OFF VOL+/-" knob for 3 seconds to turn on the device.
The LED light will slowly flash and immediately enter Bluetooth pairing mode. At this time, when the volume
encoder is increased or decreased, there will be a prompt sound when the maximum volume is reached

® RGB light bar: Press and hold the "Power ON/OFF VOL+/-" knob for 3 seconds to turn on the RGB light bar.
Enter the RGB light on colorful gradient mode. At this time, press and hold the RGB light key " ’@(‘ " briefly to
control the RGB light working mode switch and switch

® |n the "FM" state: Pressing the RGB light key " -Btj- " has no effect, and the RGB light is turned off

Bluetooth pai

® Press and hold the "Power ON/OFF VOL+/-" knob for 3 seconds to turn on the phone. The LED light will slowly
flash and immediately enter Bluetooth pairing mode. There will be a corresponding prompt voice, and the
speaker will enter Bluetooth search pairing mode with the phone. The default volume is 80%.

® Turn on the Bluetooth function on your phone or other Bluetooth device, and then search for a speaker named
"BT SOUNDBAR" to connect to it.

® After successful pairing, the LED light remains on and there is a corresponding prompt voice.

o |f the Bluetooth function of the device is enabled, the speaker will automatically connect to the last paired device
when turned on.

® How to connect the speaker to a new device: When connecting the speaker to a Bluetooth device, press and
hold the PLAY/PAUSE key " ||<]" for 3 seconds to disconnect the current connection and enter pairing mode.
At this point, the blue indicator light will slowly flash, and the speaker can be connected to the new device.

Attention: In all states, if there is no music playing, it will automatically shut down after 10 minutes.
TWS

® Open two speakers, double-click the PLAY/PAUSE key " ||<]" on one of the speakers to enter the TWS mutual
connection state, and there is a corresponding prompt voice. At this time, the Bluetooth indicator light slowly
flashes to the host mode for TWS teaming, and the other speaker successfully teamed up has a corresponding
prompt voice and the Bluetooth indicator light is always on in the slave mode. Then, connect the other host
speaker to the Bluetooth device to play music, and the next time the speaker is turned on, it will automatically
connect.

Attention: Two speakers that have been successfully paired can be disconnected from TWS by briefly pressing
the PLAY/PAUSE key " ||<]" twice again on the main speaker.

® Short press the Input key "M" to switch to the "FM" state, and there will be corresponding prompt voice.
e In the "FM" state, press and hold the PLAY/PAUSE key " ||<]" for 3 seconds to automatically search for channels
and memorize them. Short press the PLAY/PAUSE key " ||<]" to pause the search.

AUX mode

® When you insert an AUX cable, the speaker will automatically switch to external music playback mode, and after
a corresponding prompt voice, the speaker will start playing music automatically, while the LED light will remain on.

® In AUX mode, a short press of the PLAY/PAUSE key " 14" will play the music and the LED light will remain on.
Another short press of the PLAY/PAUSE key " [I]" will pause the music and the LED light will slow flash once.
