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Maintenance
® Do not leave the device for a long time in poorly ventilat-

Getting Started

In this chapter you will learn how to prepare the De-
vice to work and about its main control features.

CHARGING BATTERY
You can charge the battery from (1) PC using USB-

cable or from (2) the power line using a charger
(optional).
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To charge the battery for the first time, do the
following:

e Connect the Device to a computer or charger
with USB-cable. The device will turn on as soon as
charging starts.

* When the battery is fully charged, you can
disconnect the cable from the Device which is ready
for usage.

If the Device is on when you connect the cable to PC,
a dialog window asking to select action — PC link or
Charge — will appear. Charging starts only if the ap-
propriate mode was selected.

DEVICE MANAGEMENT

Press On/Off button. When the Device is ready to operate,
Main menu or last opened book will appear, depending
on settings.

Press and hold On/Off button for about two seconds until
the Device goes off.

You can lock your Device in three ways:

1. Press On/Off button.

2. Invoke Task Manager. Touch icon @ to block
your Device.

3. You can set automatic key lock or power off:
go to Settings > Saving Power > Power off after or Lock
device after, and set the idle time before power off or lock-
ing Device.

Press On/Off button.

In case your device ‘freezes’ (doesn’t respond to pressing
buttons, tapping keys or touching the screen) you can
restart it. To do this, press the On/Off button for 10-12
seconds. Then, turn on the device in the usual way.

You can invoke Task Manager in two ways:
* by touching at the notification bar Gicon;
* by continuous press on the @ Home button.

Task Manager gives quick access to some Device control
features:

« close running applications: press X against
an application in the list.

¢ @ Lock Device. To unlock, press On/Off
button.

e = Open wireless connections list.

« @ Take a screenshot.

WORKING WITH ON-SCREEN KEYBOARD

On-screen keyboard is used when it's necessary to
enter text information, for example, for search or
network connection credentials.

To type a character, tap a dedicated button. To type a
special character, long press a dedicated button. Se-
lect the required special character in the drop-down
list.
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To switch from alphabet to numeric keyboard, tap
723 To switch from numeric to alphabet keyboard,
tap -~

To add a new keyboard language, go to Settings >
Languages > Keyboard layouts.

To switch to a different keyboard language, tap @

. The selected language is displayed on the spacebar.

If necessary, you can enable/disable the preview of
special characters in the top-right corner of the key-
board. To do so, go to Settings > Languages > Key-
board layouts > Key shortcut preview.

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You can adjust the frontlight Brightness of your dis-
play by tapping the frontlight Brightness icons re-
spectively. The brightness and colour temperature are
raised/lowered by one per cent per tap.

CONNECTING TO THE INTERNET

The Device can be connected to the Internet using
Wi-Fi networks. When you open an application that
requires an Internet connection (eg, Browser or
BookStore) Wi-Fi connection is established automati-
cally. If a known network is not available, the list of
available wireless connections opens. If the network
to which you want to connect is secured, enter the
network password using the onscreen keyboard.

Also, Wi-Fi connection can be enabled/disabled
by clicking the icon & on the notification panel.
If a known network is available, the connection is
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established automatically, otherwise - opens a list of
available networks.

Advanced Settings
If it is needed to configure network settings manually
select Settings > Wi-Fi, go to the selected network
and click More... at the bottom of the screen:

 You can change IP address configuration:

e DHCP — get IP address automatically (if
DHCP server is configured);

e Manual (for skilled users) — enter net-
works parameters manually from the on-
screen keyboard.

« If the network you need to connect to has a
proxy server, you can specify its parameters in Proxy
configuration section.
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Connection to a hidden network

1. Select Settings > Wi-Fi

2. Open Connection to a hidden network and
enter its SSID from the on-screen keyboard in the
Network name (SSID) field.

3. Select security type in the corresponding list:

* None — for an open network;

e Simple (WEP) — after you select this option,
you will need to specify WEP Authentication
type — Open System or Shared Key either.

o WPA/WPA2 PSK — you will need to enter
network key (up to 64 symbols).

4. To check network configuration and connect
to a network, return to the Connection to hidden net-
work section and press Connect.

This is an application for viewing web-pages. As you

start Browser, you are suggested to connect to one of
available wireless networks.
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To enter website address, touch address bar, type an
address from on-screen keyboard appeared and press
Enter. To follow a link, just touch it. If a web-page
doesn’t fit a screen, you can scroll it: place your fin-
ger on the screen and move a page. Also, you can
change scale of a web-page using zooming gestures
(pinch or spread two fingers). Hardware buttons )
P are used to scroll page vertically: 4 5crolls down
and ® scrolls up, respectively.

From browser menu you can view history of visited
websites, downloads, favorites, adjust scale of dis-
playing web-pages, rotate a screen and configure
the browser from Settings section. Under Settings
you can clear history and cookies, disable/enable Ja-
vaScript and loading images.
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To exit Browser, touch the corresponding item in
browser menu.

The Notes application shows a list of books that con-
tain notes as well as the notes themselves made in
these books. These can be selected text fragments,
pencil notes, screenshots, translation notes made
using a dictionary while reading as well as comments
on these selected fragments. The application can also
be used to export or import notes.

Calculator

Engineering calculator supports a wide range of
mathematical operations, such as different numeric
systems, trigonometric, logarithm, power and logical
operations.
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Gallery

Opens Library in the mode of viewing images (down-
loaded to the folder Gallery). The opened photo is dis-
played in a full-screen mode. To set a photo as Power-
off Logo, to Rotate or view Information about it, touch
the full-screen image to switch to the editing mode and
press menu sign = in the right top corner of the screen.
In the editing mode you can zoom a photo by zooming
gestures and set the selected area as a logo.

Photo Frame

The Photo Frame application allows you to view pho-
tos and pictures downloaded to your device in the
Slideshow mode.

To create a new playlist, go to Applications > Photo
Frame > New Playlist, enter a name for the playlist
using the on-screen keyboard, and choose Continue.
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Select the photos that will be in this Playlist, then
choose Create Playlist.

To add new photos to an existing playlist, open the
playlist, tap on the icon * , select photos, and choo-
se Add Photos.

You may also use the long touch gesture on the play-
list, select Add photos to playlist in the context menu
that opens. Using this menu, you may also rename
the playlist or delete it.

To start the slideshow, tap on the icon ® or open
the playlist and tap Play.

To remove photos from a playlist, open it with a long
touch gesture on a photo, open the context menu,
and select Delete.
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You can set up slideshow playback by tapping on the
icon &, located in the upper right corner of the
screen. If you want to do it directly in the slideshow
playback mode, you can tap in the middle of the
screen. This will bring up a menu where you can go to
the slideshow settings.

Change picture every... — set the time after which
the next photo will be played.

Picture created date — allows you to display the date
of creation of the photo on the displayed photo.
Current Date & Time — allows you to display the cur-
rent date and time on the displayed photo.

Shuffle — randomly shuffles photos in the playlist.
Display mode — allows you to set the method of
playing photos in full screen mode, filling the entire
screen of the Device with an image, or playing it on a
black background.
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RSS News

Epplication for adding and reading RSS feeds. To add
RSS news feeds, open RSS setup. Select the Add RSS
feed option. Enter the feed address using the on-
screen keyboard.

To delete the feed, select it, open the context menu
and select Delete command or press the Recycle bin

icon ﬁ.

To edit the feed, select it, open the context menu and
select Edit name or Edit URL command. Edit the RSS
feed name or address using the on-screen keyboard.

To update feed, select Update in the application
menu. Updated content is added to the file with .hrss
extension, and the file will be accessible for reading
after updating. The news downloading status is dis-
played while updating. After the update file is availa-
ble for reading off-line using the browser.
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To read latest feeds, select Read the latest news opti-
on in the application’s menu. The latest downloaded
RSS feed updates open in browser.

News Archive: by selecting this option you can choo-
se to read the previously stored updating RSS feeds.

S Dropbox PocketBook

DropBox application allows to download files, added
to Dropbox from any computer or any Device with in-
stalled Dropbox app or from the Dropbox website, to
your Device. And you do not need to install anything
to your PocketBook, it is enough to authorize in the

service.

How to start using
1. Register in the Dropbox service (www.dropbox.

com);
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2. Input your Dropbox account data (email
address and password) on your PocketBook Device
in the section Settings > Accounts and Synchroniza-
tion > Dropbox > Login to authorize Dropbox. (The
Wi-Fi connection should be on, otherwise you will be
asked to turn it on);

3. After successful authorization, the Dropbox
PocketBook sync folder will be created in the Library
of the Device. The Application > Dropbox Pocket-
Book directory will show up in your Dropbox account,
and after synchronization it will be available from
other devices with Dropbox.

NOTE: The application on your device will have access only
to files in the Application > Dropbox PocketBook folder on

the server.
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How to synchronize
Automatically:

1. Files, added to the directory Application >
Dropbox PocketBook on the server and to the sync
folder on your Device, will be automatically synchro-
nized when the internet connection is on.

2. All synchronized files will be downloaded to
the sync folder in the Library (by default, Dropbox Po-
cketBook is the sync folder, but you can change it in
Settings > Accounts and Synchronization > Dropbox
> Sync folder).

Manually:

1. To synchronize all content in sync folders, in
Settings choose ‘Accounts and Synchronization >
Dropbox > Synchronize files now’, or in the Library
choose ‘Synchronize files now” in the context menu
of the sync folder.
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2. After synchronization all obtained files will be
also available in the sync folder in the Library on the
Device.

@ Send-to-PocketBook

Send-to-PocketBook allows to send files to the email
address of your Device. Sent books will be auto-
matically downloaded to your Device, if the Wi-Fi is
turned on.

How to start using

1. Register for the Send-to-PocketBook service,
for this purpose do the following:
e Launch application:
 from the Applications > Send-to-PocketBook
section;
« or from Settings > Accounts and Synchro-
nization > Send-to-PocketBook.
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NOTE: The Wi-Fi connection should be on, otherwise you

will be asked to turn it on.

e In the opened wizard enter your contact
email address and password.

e The email with the activation link will be sent
to the specified address. Follow this link to receive the
email address of your Device (for example, username@

pbsync.com).

NOTE: The contact email address is used only for the au-
thorization of the application, and the service address of the
Device username@pbsync.com is used for sending books to
it, if you want them to be downloaded to your Device. The
email address of your Device can only be in the @pbsync.

com domain.

2. After activation update the registration wiz-
ard on the Device. After that all applications features
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will be available for you, and the download folder
for received books will be created in the library
— SendToPb.

How to get files
Automatically:

1. Files, sent to the service email address of your
Device, will be automatically downloaded to the down-
load folder in the Device Library, when the internet con-
nection is on. Download folder is available after authori-
zation from the locations:

e Applications > Send-to-PocketBook;

e Settings > Accounts and synchronizations >
Send-to-PocketBook > Go to folder of the context
menu of the Download folder;

e Library > SendToPb.

2. By default, ‘Send-to-PocketBook"is the down-
load folder, but you can change it at registration or in
the Settings > Accounts and synchronization > Send-
to-PocketBook > Download folder section.
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Manually:

To update the content of the download folder, in Set-
tings choose Accounts and synchronization > Send-
to-PocketBook > Receive files now.

Received files will be also available in the download
folder in the Library of the Device.

The list of trusted senders
Documents can be downloaded on the Device, if they
are sent from the address, contained in the ‘white list’
(a list of the trusted senders).

The address, specified at registration, is contained in
the list by default.

If the mail is sent to your Device from the unknown
address, you will receive the letter with a pro-
posal to add a sender to the ‘white list’. After your
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confirmation you will receive files from the added ad-
dress to your Device. Thus, spam won't get on the
Device.



Reading Books

In this chapter you will learn how to read e-books
and configure reader software for the most comfort-
able reading. The Device supports next book formats:
ACSM, CBR, CBZ, CHM, DJVU, DOC, DOCX, EPUB, EPUB (DRM),
FB2, FB2.ZIP. HTM, TXT, HTML, MOBI, PDF, PDF (DRM), PRC,
RTF, AZW, AZW3.

To open a book, touch its icon on Recent Books or
Library section. If you opened a book before, it will
be opened at the page you've finished reading. In
some book formats (e.g. fb2 or ePub) after opening
a book reader application will count pages — this is
indicated with *.." sign instead of a page count in a
status bar. During page calculation some features will
not be available.
