Step 2 Removing existing switch: Remove existing wall plate and

switch mounting screws. Carefully pull switch from wall box, identify

and take out the wires attached to the switch, then remove the switch.

DO NOT remove wires which are taken out from the switch at this

time.(If new configuration is without this step)

Location 2 wiring:

 Connect Traveler 2 with Screw 1 of the Toggle Switch.

 Connect the Toggle Switch Screw 2 with the Jumper wire,then

connect Traveler 1 with the Jumper wire, as well as the live wire

of the circuit breaker, and tighten it by screwing the P3 wiring

nut.

Step 5 Installing smart switch

 Carefully position all wires inside the wall-box, leaving enough

space to insert the smart switch and tighten with the matched

screws.

Step 6 Install the panel
