Power on/off

Open the cover of the charging case and it will turn on
automatically. Put the earphones into the charging case, close
the cover, and the earphones will automatically turn off and
charge.

Charging

Use the USB-C charging cable provided with the product to
charge, and the charging case indicator shows the charging
status. When the charging case is fully charged, the charging
case indicator lights up.

Pairing

Open the charging case cover and the charging case will open
automatically. To connect a new device, turn on your phone's
Bluetooth and search for "Monster N-Lite 206" to pair.

Volume control

Turn down the volume: While the music is playing, click the
MFB on the left earphone.

Turn up the volume: While the music is playing, click the MFB
on the right earphone.

Call
Answer/end a call: double-click the MFB..
Rejecting a call: Long press the MFB.

Music

Play/Pause music: Double click the MFB.

Previous: Connected mobile phone status, left earphone
quickly touch 3 times.

Next: Connected mobile phone status, right earphone quickly
touch 3 times.

Voice Control
When the phone is connected, long press the MFB for 2
seconds to wake up the voice assistant.

Reset

When the earphone is powered on and not connected to
Bluetooth device, press the MFB button of one earphone five
times, and the earphones will automatically shut down after
the white light of the earphones is on for 2 seconds, and the
factory Settings can be restored.
