Power/Charging

Power On/Off

To turn on the speaker, press and hold the Power On/Off Button for 2
seconds, you will hear a power on tone.

To turn off the speaker, press and hold the Power On/Off Button for 2
seconds, you will hear a power off tone.

Caution: If no Bluetooth device is connected, the speaker will power
off in 15 minutes.

Bluetooth Connection

« When first used and turned on, the speaker will automatically enter

a waiting mode for connection.

- If the Bluetooth device is already connected, press " $ " button to
disconnect the current connection so that you can connect to

another device.

- The speaker will automatically enter pairing mode if it is not

connected to a Bluetooth device.

When connecting, enable the Bluetooth function of the mobile

phone, search for "Monster Cube 1" and connect. After the

connection is successful, you will hear a voice prompt, the white light

BLUETOOTH BROADCAST MODE

Set one " Cube 1" as the main speaker, and you can connect it to
more than 100 auxiliary " Cube 1" speakers to control their
functions.

1.First, connect one of the " Cube 1" speakers to your Bluetooth
device (such as a mobile phone) as the main speaker and play
music.

2.Press the " " button twice on the main speaker and other

" Cube 1" speakers to enter Bluetooth broadcast connection mode
and connect automatically.

3.After successful connection, the green LED indicator on the main
speaker will continue to flash, and the green LED indicator on the
auxiliary speaker will change from flashing to long light.

After successfully entering Bluetooth broadcast mode

- You can turn off all speakers, adjust the volume, etc. by controlling
the main speaker.

« You can turn off the power of each auxiliary speaker separately.

+ Auxiliary speaker function adjusts the volume separately
