6.3 To shut the battery off, pull out the magnetic switch directly.

6.4 Before each use, always connect the magnetic switch cord with the safety leash. If the red
pull cord is removed from the battery case in emergency, the motor will immediately stop to

avoid any danger.

7.How to Remove Li-ion Battery

7.1 The battery must be removed from the appliance before it is discarded.

7.2 Toremove the Li-ion battery, firstly remove 5 screws from bottom base. Then remove 8
screws from the back cover, and the Li-ion battery pack could be easily separated from the
battery case.
