Begin using your remote

1. Slide the back cover to open the battery compartment of the remote control.
2. Insert two AAA size batteries. Make sure to match the (+) and (-) ends of the batteries with the (+) and (-) ends
indicated in the battery compartment.

Pairing the Remote Control

unsuccessful message will display. Repeat step 1.
