© power On/Off

A\ Power on: After opening the frame’ s leg for 3 seconds, re
light will flash 3 times with “power on” sound.

A\ Power off: Fold the frame’ s leg, then the red light will flash
3time with “power off” sound.

/\ Automatic power off: If the glasses is power on without
Bluetooth connection, it will turn off automatically after
5minute with “power off” sound.

© Pairing

A\ Rightand left leg pairing: When open the frame’ s leg,
both legs will pair automatically. During the pairing
mode, both legs’ red and blue lights flicker alternately.
After both legs connected, left leg stop flickering, but
right legs’ red and blue lights still flicker alternately and
wait for connection with user’ s phone.

A Initial connection: After open the frame’ s leg, turn
onuser’ s Bluetooth device and search for “SD-G3”. Once
the light stop flickering and hear “Connected” sound,
SD-G3and user’ sdevice are connected.

/\ Automatic connection: Open the frame’ s legand it will
automatically connectyour previous Bluetooth device.
(The latest Bluetooth device has priority to connect). It
will have “connected” sound.

/\ Re-connection: Ifuserdidn’ t turn on Bluetooth device,
press touch panelarea for 1 seconds within 5 minutes.
Red and blue lights will flicker alternately with “Pairing”
sound.

/A Clear connection record: If user want to clear connection
record, please don’ t connect with Bluetooth device when
opentheframe’slegand pressrightand left legtouch
panel areafor 10 seconds. it will erase the connection
record and automatically power off .Red and blue lights
will flicker alternately 1 time with indication sound.

/A Answer a phone call: Short press the right touch panel area

/A Endaphonecall: Duringacall, short press the right touch
panelarea.

A\ Rejectaphonecall: Long press the right or left touch panel
areafor about3seconds.

© Adjusting volume

A lIncreasevolume: When the glassesis playing music,
long press the left touch panelareatoincrease volume.
When the volume reaches maximum, it will have “DU DU
indication sound.

/\ Reduce volume: When the glasses is playing music,
shortclick the left touch panelareato reduce volume.

A\ Play/Pause: Short press the right touch panel area when
playing music.

© Charging and Low Battery Indication

/A Charging: When the glasses is charging, red light will
always on. When the battery is full (voltage reaches 4.2V),
blue light will be on for 60 seconds and then turn off.

/A Low power reminder: When battery voltage is lower

than 3.4V, red light flickers every 10 seconds and have
“Low battery” warming every 60 seconds.

/\ Low battery and power off: When the battery voltage is
lower than 3.1V, red light flicker 1 time with “Power off”
sound.
