6 WALL MOUNT YOUR FRAME

You have two ways to mount your frame on the wall.

1) Drill two screws on the wall, leave a 10mm gap between the wall and the head of screw. Mount the frame onto
the screws by wall mount hole and slide down to lock into place.

2) Prepare a VESA mount bracket. Lock the VESA mount bracket into the VESA holes on the back side of the frame.
Then you can hang the frame on the wall.

NOTE: A VESA mount bracket is included in our merchandise.

Servicing of the frame should be
done by qualified personnel only.

powered on.

+ Peel back and remove plastic screen protector from the LCD panel using the tab in the upper right corner.

+ Keep the frame as close to the Wi-Fi router as possible, preferably within 10 feet.

- If you are going to place your frame more than 20 feet from your router or on another floor you may require a
Wi-Fi extender.

+ Connect the frame using the included power adaptor, and the frame will automatically turn on.

Follow the below on-screen instructions to set up your frame.
NOTE: When the frame powers on the JEEMAK logo be drawn three times will on the screen while the system

initializes (around 45 seconds) .

shows “connected”, it indicates connecting is fulfilled.

NOTE: When you set up the frame for the first time, you need connect to Wi-Fi to regulate the time. Each time
when you power on the frame after you cut off the power, you need ensure Wi-Fi is successfully connected so that

the time can be regulated.
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Playlists: Show all the playlists that added to the frame from OK Frame App. The playlists under the frame menu
of the OK Frame App are sync to the playlists of Wi-Fi Frame automatically.

View photos on the Wi-Fi Digital Photo Frame

Once the frame receives the photos which you send by “Send”, you will see a notification on the display that new
photos are received. Then the new photos will be play on the inserted at the beginning of the slide show and be
displayed in sequence.

Once the frame receives the photos which you send by “Playlists”. You will see a notification on the display that the
new playlist is received. All the photos/videos under the playlist will be played one by one.

Navigate the Digital Photo Frame using the 4-way navigation pad on the remote control.

CONNECTING WITH A USB DRIVE OR SD CARD

To view photos from USB drive/SD card, insert it into the related port on the back side of the frame. Then choose
the “External Storage” icon of the home menu by remote control, and press “OK” for confirmation. The Digital

Frame will start to play the photos/videos included in the SD/MMC card or USB Drive

NOTE: SD/MMC card and USB storage support 64GB maximum.

Do not force the memory card into the slot. If you are not able to insert the memory card easily, you may have
inserted it incorrectly; turn the card over and try again.

Do not remove a memory card immediately after inserting it or when the frame is processing files. Wait until the

screen is stable.
