Long press/hold the widget or icon you want to move, then drag the widget or icon to a new
location.

Long press/hold the widget or icon you want to move, then drag the widget or icon to a new
location or icon you want to move. Once “Remove” appears, don't release your hold on the

icon and drag the widget or icon to a new location on the screen.




Adjusting Brightness

Drag the notification panel down and adjust brightness. Or enter Settings->Display->
Brightness level, and adjust the brightness level here (by dragging the brightness slider to
the left to decrease or to the right to increase the screen Brightness).

Note: Lower the brightness of the screen to prolong the battery life.
