1. As shown in Figure 1, press the battery cover latch backward with your thumb as shown by arrow 1, and at the 
    same time, use upward force as shown by arrow 2 to open the battery cover.
2. Insert the positive and negative electrodes of the battery into the battery compartment in the direction shown in 
    Figure 2, and then cover the battery cover.
3. When turning on the power switch of the remote control, do not simultaneously pull the remote accelerator trigger 
    and steering wheel to ensure that the startup detection function is normal.

1. This product uses 2.4G automatic frequency matching technology and has strong anti-interference ability, enabling multiple 
    people to play simultaneously.
2. The speedboat is equipped with circular dazzling lights, making it quickly become the focus of observation. At night, you can 
    also see the direction clearly and play freely.
3. Off water induction: After the speedboat leaves the water surface, it will automatically cut off the power supply to avoid injury 
    from touching the high-speed rotating propeller.
4. Anti overturning function: In case of accidental capsizing during navigation, the speedboat can be quickly overturned through 
    the remote control to ensure normal navigation.
5. Low voltage protection function: When the battery of the speedboat is low during play, the lights of the speedboat quickly 
   flash, the green light of the remote control quickly flashes, and the speedboat is forced to drive at low speed, effectively 
   ensuring that the speedboat returns to shore.
6. The speedboat adopts full proportional control, with delicate and sensitive operation, making navigation more enjoyable.
7. The speedboat uses  two130 strong magnetic motor, which is more powerful and can travel at a maximum speed of up 
    to 15km/h.
8. The speedboat adopts a 3.7V lithium-ion rechargeable battery to increase upgrade capacity and provide longer range.
9. The remote control is equipped with steering fine adjustment to ensure fast and convenient adjustment of the speedboat's 
    straight travel.
10. The remote control is equipped with a high and low speed switching function, allowing beginners to play happily.
11. The remote control is equipped with a power reminder function. When the red light on the remote control slowly flashes, 
      it indicates that the remote control has insufficient power. Please replace the battery in a timely manner.
12. Ultra long distance reminder function, when the speedboat exceeds the controllable signal range or environmental signal 
      interference,  the green light on the remote control will slowly flash to prompt, ensuring that the speedboat is sailing within 
      the effective control range.

Insert the lithium rechargeable battery configured for the 
product into a USB charger (compatible with the buckle 
and slot), and then plug the USB charger into the built-in 
5V charger adapter or a powered on computer USB port. 
At this time, a red light in the USB will light up to indicate 
that the battery is charging (charging time is about 2 hours), 
and a red light off to indicate that the charging is complete. 
Please disconnect all connections

1. As shown in Figure 1, rotate the ship cover knob clockwise by 90 degrees. As shown in Figure 2, pinch both sides of the ship 
cover and lift it up.
2. As shown in Figure 3, install a fully charged battery into the ship, with red positive and black negative inserted into the socket hole 
in the cabin.(Battery plug foolproof design, If it cannot be inserted smoothly, please change the direction of insertion
3. As shown in Figure 4, insert the front end of the ship cover into the cabin,as shown in Figure 5. Rotate the ship cover knob 
counterclockwise by 90 degrees to tighten the ship cover.

1. Put the battered speedboat into the water, and the speedboat will automatically power on. The speedboat lights will flash, 
    and then turn on the remote control power switch. The remote control power indicator light and signal indicator light will 
    always be on. If the speedboat lights are always on, the automatic frequency synchronization will be successful. At this time, 
    the remote control throttle and steering wheel can be operated to control the speedboat to play.
2. When multiple speedboats are playing at the same time, follow step 1 to put each speedboat into the water one by one, 
    and turn on the corresponding remote control. Do not put multiple speedboats into the water at the same time and then turn 
    on multiple remote controls to avoid frequency mixing.
3. If you are unable to control your speedboat due to cross frequency phenomenon, simply take the cross frequency speedboat
    out of the water, turn off the power switch of the remote control, and follow step 1 again to place the speedboat in the water 
    in order to automatically re align.

Function keys

Forward: Pull the trigger backwards, and the speedboat will travel in a 
straight line forward. The speed of travel is proportional to the proportion 
of the trigger pulled.
Fine adjustment: When only pulling the trigger, if the speedboat cannot 
travel in a straight line, there will be left yaw. Please click the right fine 
adjustment button to correct the straight direction to the right. If yaw is 
right, click the left fine adjustment button and continue to click the fine 
adjustment button until the speedboat travels in a straight line.

Backward: Push the trigger forward and the speedboat will move 
backwards.

Left turn in place: Turn the steering wheel to the left, and the 
speedboat will turn left in place.

Turn right in place: Turn the steering wheel to the right, and the 
speedboat will turn right in place.

Left turn: Pull the accelerator trigger and the speedboat will move 
forward. At this point, turn the wheel in the left direction again and the 
speedboat will turn left and move forward. 
(The turning angle is proportional to the rotation angle of the wheel)

Right turn: Pull the accelerator trigger and the speedboat will move 
forward. At this point, turn the wheel in the right direction again and the
speedboat will turn to the right and move forward. 
(The turning angle is proportional to the rotation angle of the wheel)

Left Backward: Push the throttle trigger to reverse the speedboat. 
At this point, turn the wheel in the left direction again, and the 
speedboat will turn back to the left. 
(The turning angle is proportional to the rotation angle of the wheel)

Right Backward: Push the throttle trigger to reverse the speedboat. 
At this point, turn the wheel in the right direction again, and the 
speedboat will turn back to the right.

(Long press to flip automatically)1. Click on the function button: Switch the speedboat light to slow 

    flashing,click the button again to turn off the speedboat light, 
    click the button again to keep the light on, and click on the cycle switch.
2. Double click function button: Switch the speedboat to low speed driving, 
    double click the button again to switch to high speed driving, and double 
    click to cycle switching.
3. Long press function button: When the speedboat overturns and cannot travel, 
    long press this button to automatically flip the speedboat back to center. If the 
    speedboat does not flip back to center after long press, you can try to long press
    this button multiple times.

                                                         If the propeller is damaged and needs to be replaced, cut off the power in the 
                                                         speedboat, unplug the battery, grasp the blades to prevent them from rotating, 
use a delivery wrench to counterclockwise rotate and remove the hexagonal nut, pull out the propeller backwards, 
replace with a new propeller, and then reinstall the nut clockwise and lock the nut.

Low voltage protection prompt for speedboats:
When the battery level of the speedboat is close to low, the speedboat will instantly stop driving. The speedboat 
light will flash quickly to indicate entering a low voltage protection state, and the green light on the remote control 
will also flash synchronously and quickly. At this point, release the accelerator trigger of the remote control to the 
original position, and then pull the trigger to control the speedboat to move towards the shore (after the speedboat 
enters low voltage protection, the battery power is limited. To ensure the safe return of the speedboat, please 
immediately move towards the shore to avoid the speedboat from running out of power on the water)

Remote control low voltage prompt:
When the battery level of the remote control is close to low, the status indicator light (red light) of the remote control 
slowly flashes, reminding you to replace the remote control battery in a timely manner to avoid losing control of the 
speedboat and unable to return during play due to the low battery of the remote control.
