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Product instruction:

Note:

1. For daily use, avoid frequently opening and closing the charging case lid.

2. Itis recommended to turn on your smartphone's Bluetooth before removing the earbuds
from the charging case.

3. To achieve the best sound experience, ensure you correctly distinguish between the left
and right earbud and wear them appropriately. The unique design of OWS means that
different wearing methods can significantly impact sound quality. If you find the sound
quality lacking, manually adjust the position of the earbuds until you achieve the best
listening experience.
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The left and right sides of the earbuds are marked with "L" and "R" to distinguish between
left and right.
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Connection:

First Connection:

When you take the earbuds out of the charging case, they will automatically power on and
enter pairing mode.

*If they were previously paired, they will automatically reconnect to the last connected
device once removed from the charging case.
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Power Off:

Place the earbuds back into the charging case to recharge them (approximately 30mA
constant current). They will power off once fully charged.

*If no device is connected for more than 3 minutes, the earbuds will automatically power
off. They will also power off if the battery voltage drops below 3.0V.
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Disconnection:

While connected, you can manually turn off Bluetooth on your phone to disconnect the
earbuds, which will cause them to re-enter pairing mode.

Alternatively, if the earbuds are connected to a device and not playing audio or in a call,
you can long-press the touch area on both earbuds simultaneously for 3 seconds to
disconnect the current connection and re-enter pairing mode.
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Dual-Device Connectivity Instructions:

The dual-device connection feature is turned off by default. To enable this function, please
access the Function Settings in the MOONDROP APP.

Important Notes on Dual-Device Connectivity:

1. When you are playing music on the first device, if music is started on the second device,
playback on the first device will automatically pause.
2. Connection priority between devices is as follows: Call > Audio > Standby.

Connecting a Third Device:

When two devices are already connected, you must manually disconnect one device
before connecting a third device. Alternatively, if you are not currently in a playback or call
state, you can long-press the touch area on both earbuds simultaneously for 3 seconds to



disconnect both devices and connect to a new device.
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Automatic Reconnection:

1. After the earbuds are powered on, they will automatically reconnect to the last paired

device. If reconnecting to two devices, you will hear prompts for both; however, priority is

given to the device that was disconnected last.

2. If the earbuds are disconnected from the effective communication range, they will

automatically attempt to reconnect within 3 minutes once you re-enter the range.

3. When both devices are connected and one device moves out of range, reconnection to

that device after more than 3 minutes will require you to click on the connection record for

reconnection.

Play/Pause Music: Double-click the left/right earbud

Skip Track: Triple-click left earbud for the previous track/Triple-click right earbud for the
next track

Switch Modes: Quadruple-click the left or right earbud to enter/exit game mode

* You'll hear the prompt of Ding if you tap on the touch area.
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Power Indicators:
Charging Indicator (Charging Case):
Orange indicator on during charging, LED indicator off when fully charged.

Charging Indicator (Earbuds):

When earbuds are placed in the charging case

Normal battery 210%: White indicator on

Low battery < 10%: Orange indicator flashes

When the earbuds are fully charged, the LED indicator will turn off.

*When the earbuds are charging, the charging indicator of charging case will take priority.
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Reset:

Long-press both the left and right earbud simultaneously for 8 seconds to clear the pairing



information and reset.
