® Setascreenlock
To set ascreen lock, tap Settings= Security= Screen lock from application list.
@ None: Deactivate the screenlock.
@ Slide: Slide to unlock thescreen.
@ PIN: EnteranumericPIN to unlock. When prompted, enter the PIN tounlock the screen.
@ Pattern: Draw a pattern to unlock. Follow the instructions to draw your lock pattern. When prompted, draw
the pattern to unlock the screen.
@ Password: Enterapasscode tounlock. When prompted, enter the passcode to unlock the screen.

Manage applications
To managethe applications installed on your device, tap Settings=App.
1. To uninstallan application, select DOWNLOADED, thenselect an item and tap Uninstall, tap OK to confirm.
2. Tostop or change the settings of an application, select RUNNING or ALL, then select an item and tap the option
youneed.
Reset tablet
You can reset system and desktop settings to thelr original values by the following steps:
1. Select Settings®Backup &resetfrom application list.
2. Tap Factorydatareset.

3. Ifyou want to erase all data on your tablet, such as music, plctures, and other data, tap Erase SD card checkbox to
create acheckmark.

4. Tap Reset tablet.

The device resets to the factory default settings automatically.

Import/Export contacts
1. Importfromthe SIMcard
To copy the contacts from the SIM card, tap the option button at the upper right and then select Import/Export
Import from the SIM card, select contacts, and then select Import.
2. Importfrom SD card
To import contact files (in vcf format) from a memory card to your device, tap the option button at the upper right
andthen select Import/Export=Import from SD card, select a memory location and contact files to import and select
OK.
3. ExporttoSDcard
To export contacts from your device to a memory card, tap the option button at the upper right and then select
Import/Export = Export to SD card, select OK to confirm.
Email
To receive and send mail, you must have a remote mailbox service. This service may be offered by a service provider.
Your device is compliant with applicable internet standards for POP3/IMAP/Exchange.
Before you can send or receive mail on your device, you need to set up an email account and define the email settings
correctly. You can define more than 1 mailbox.

Set up your email

1. TapEmail from application list.
2. Youcanusemailbox guidetosetup yourmailbox, tap Next untilit's done.
3. Ifyouneedtoadd another email account, tap the option button at the upperright>Settings>ADDACCOUNT, then
setupthe email account with the mailbox guide.
When you are finished setting up the email account, the email messages are downloaded to your device. If you have
created more than two accounts, you can switch between email accounts. Select an account name at the top left of
the screen and select the one you want

to retrieve messages from.

3. Tap Remove account.
4. Tap OK to confirm.
Gmail
You can retrieve new email messages from the Google Mail webmail service to your inbox. Before you cansend or
receivemailonyourdevice,youneedtosetupaGmailaccount.

If you want to add an existing account, tap Existing, enter your email address and password, and then select Next,
whenyou are finished setting up the emailaccount,theemail messages are downloaded to yourdevice.
Play Store
Play Store altows you toeasilydownload anabundanceofapplicationsdirectly to your device. Before using the Play
Store, you must have a Google Account.
