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UHF Wireless Microphone

( 1.Basic introduction

UHF wireless microphone is a microphone that uses ultra-high
frequency radio waves for signal transmission. Itis usually used for
stage performances, speeches, conferences and other occasions,
with the following characteristics:

1. High-frequency transmission: UHF wireless microphones use
ultra-high frequency band for signal transmission, compared with
the traditional VHF band, the UHF band has less signal interference
and can provide more stable audio transmission.

2. Longerdistance: Due to the characteristics of the UHF band,
the UHF wireless microphone can achieve longer distance transmis
-sion, so that the performer has a larger activity space on the stage.

3. Multi-channel: UHF wireless microphones usually support
multiple channel selection, which means that multiple sets of wireless
microphones can be used at the same time in the same area without
interfering with each other.

4. Anti-interference ability: UHF technology has stronger resistance
to interference signals, reducing the interference of other electronic
devices to wireless microphone signals.

5. Flexibility: UHF wireless microphones usually have a portable
design, easy to carry and set up, suitable for a variety of live shows
and events.

( 4.Microphone and receiver pairing connection method

The microphone and the receiver will automatically pair and
connect after the switch on, if it can not automatically pair, you need
to manually re-pair, the microphone continues to hold the power on
the key do not let go, about 7 seconds or so, the display will appear
UHF character flashing, at this time turn on the receiver power, wait
forabout 30 seconds, UHF character on the microphone display stop
blinking, indicating that the re-pairing is complete. In the above waiting
process, you can also wait a few seconds, press the microphone power
button to cancel the search, enter the quick pairing.

( 5. Away to change the frequency

When using two or more sets of devices at the same time, itis
necessary to change the frequency and set the frequency of the
microphone in the same channel to different frequency points (each
microphone should be re-paired), otherwise there will be interference
with the same frequency, affecting the use of.

After the microphone is successfully connected to the receiver,
double click the power button on the microphone to change the
frequency, (Each double click the power button once the channelis
increased by 1CH, A/B channel 12 channels can be cycled) When the
microphone channel is changed, and then re-pair with the receiver
according to the method of 4 above.

( 6. Factory data reset

Turn off the receiver, turn on the microphone power, and press the
power button 10 times at a constant speed. When the UHF character
flashes on the display screen, it means entering the recovery mode.
At this time, turn on the receiver power, wait for about 30 seconds, and
the CHA microphone display channelis [Ch06]; The display channel
of the CHB microphone is [CH06], indicating that the CHB microphone
has been restored to factory Settings. Inthe above waiting process,
you can also wait for a few seconds, and then press the microphone
power button to cancel the search, enter the quick restore factory
Settings.

( 7.Product charging and power display

Battery power display, three grids full light indicates 100% power,

two grids 75% power, one grid 50% power, only display battery border,

indicating 25% power, if the battery border blinking indicates low power,
please charge in time. When charging, the battery symbol flashes. If all

lights on, the battery is fully charged.
