CUTOUT AND MOUNTING STEPS:

« Select the desired location of a counter top or desktop,
if used on a countertop need to be at least 10?from stove
top or other heating sour ces

* The selected location m ust be at le ast 0.79 inch (20mm)
away from the edge of the countertop or similar sur face.
» The mounting surface must be betw een 0.39 inch (10mm)

and 1.77 inch (45mm) thick.

Installation Instructions:

4. Feed power cord through the hole through countertop first,
follow ed by the mainunit, pushing down until gasket rests on

countertop.
