Q78 Karaoke Microphone

Please read the instruction carefully before you use the microphone
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INSTRUCTIONS

Switch on/off
Press the power button for 2-3s, the blue light will be on/off.

Connect Bluetooth
Turn on Bluetooth on your phone, and search the bluetooth name"Q78",
click and pair. The microphone will tick sound.

*Note that the microphone's light flash frenquency depends on the music's
volume input. The louder the sound, the faster the light flickers

Turn on any music app on your phone, and play songs you like. Music volume could
be adjusted by cellphone or on the microphone side.
