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① Please make sure that the Switch has turned on the wired connection mode.

(Setting - Controllers and Sensors - Pro Controller Wired Communication).

②Attaching the controllers to the Switch will connect them automatically.   

The Joy-Con controllers will remain paired when you detach them from the Switch,
