Battery Charging Guidelines

Wired Charging: Connect the USB cable to the USB power
adapter and plug it into the device's multipurpose jack for
charging. Once fully charged, disconnect the charger from
the device.

Inserting the Card

SIM Card Insertion:

With the pad facing down, press the card pin into the side
hole. The card tray will pop up, allowing you to pull it out.

Place the Nano SIM card or Nano SIM and TF card with the
metal side facing down into the card slot. Ensure the bevel
angle aligns with the card slot's bevel angle and is placed

in the corresponding slot.

Inserting the Card Holder:
With the pad facing down, insert the card holder into the
pad following the direction of the arrow.
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Power On/Off and Reset
Instructions

Turning the Device On
Press and hold the Top Power button for a few seconds
to power on the device.

Turning the Device Off
Press and hold the Top Power button for a few seconds
to power off the device.

Forcing Restart

If the device becomes frozen and unresponsive, press
and hold the Top Power button for more than 10 seconds
to force restart it.
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Maintenance

To ensure safe and effective use of the pad and extend
its service life, follow these maintenance guidelines:

Handle with Care

Avoid dropping, knocking, or shaking the pad. Rough
handling can lead to screen rupture, damage to the internal
circuit board, and delicate structure.

Cleaning

Use a soft cotton cloth dampened with water or mild soap to
wipe the pad case. Avoid using chemical solvents or
detergents. Clean the lens and display with a clean, dry,

soft cloth.

Charger Usage

Unplug the charger from the power outlet when not in use.
Avoid leaving a fully charged battery connected to the
charger for an extended period to prevent overcharging and
battery life shortening.
