Turning on/off the tablet

Toturnonthetablet:

Pressand hold the power button till the LCD screen turns on. Wait until the Home
screen appears, the tabletis now ready for use.

To turn off the tablet:

1. Pressand hold the power button till the Device Options menu appears.

2.Tap “Power off” to turn off the tablet.

Turning on/off the screen (Sleep mode)

When the tabletis on, you can turn off the screen to save battery power. Simply
press the power button once to turn the screen off. Press the power button again to
turnthe screen backon.

To save battery power, the screen can be set to turn off automatically when the
tabletis notin use (between 15 seconds and 30 minutes).
