Switch Platform Connection Guide
Bluetooth Connection
1. Slide the controller to the ON position to power on, then press and hold the HOME button to
enter the system menu.
2. Use the D-pad to select “Connection Mode,” press the A button to enter the submenu, select
“SW,” and press A to confirm. The screen will show “Setting Successful” and the system will
automatically restart.
3. Press the B button to return to the system menu, select the “Pairing” menu, and press A to
enter pairing mode.
4. On the Switch main screen, click the controller icon and enter “Change Grip/Order.” After a few 
seconds, the controller will automatically connect to the console.

             Android/iOS Platform Connection Guide
Bluetooth Connection
1. Slide the controller to the ON position to power it on, then press and hold the HOME button to 
enter the system menu.
2. Use the D-pad to select “Connection Mode,” press the A button to enter the submenu, choose 
“PHONE,” and press A to confirm. The screen will display a success message.

Windows Platform Connection Guide
Wired Connection:
1. Slide the controller to the ON position. After the startup animation appears on the screen, it will 
enter standby reconnect mode.
2. Plug the USB cable into a Windows PC. Once the system recognizes it, the controller will
vibrate for 1 second to indicate a successful pairing. It will default to X-Input controller mode.

Bluetooth Connection:
1. Slide the controller to the ON position to power it on, then press and hold the HOME button to 
enter the system menu.
2. Use the D-pad to select “Connection Mode,” press A to enter the submenu, choose “PC,” and 
press A to confirm. The screen will display a success message.
3. Press B to return to the system menu, select the “Pairing” menu, and press A to enter pairing 
mode.
4. In your device’s Bluetooth list, find and select “Xbox Wireless Controller.” After a few seconds, 
the controller will connect automatically.

             Receiver Mode
1. Slide the controller to the ON position to power it on. Press and hold the HOME button to enter 
the system menu.
2. Use the D-pad to select “Connection Mode,” press A to enter the submenu, select “PHONE,”
and press A to confirm. A success message will be displayed.
3. Press B to return to the system menu, then select the “Pairing” menu and press A to enter
pairing mode.
4. Insert the USB receiver into the device's USB port. After a few seconds, the controller will
automatically connect.
Note:
The receiver is not included in the default package and must be purchased separately.
Controller Reset
If the controller buttons become unresponsive, use a small object such as a SIM ejector tool to 
press the Reset button located in the small round hole on the back of the controller.
Alternatively, switch the controller to the OFF position to turn it off.

Controller Calibration Instructions
With the controller powered off, press and hold the "Y" and "B" buttons. While holding, slide the 
switch to the ON position to power it on. The red and blue lights will flash alternately at a rate of 2 
times per second, indicating calibration mode.

Rotate both the left and right sticks 2 to 3 full circles with normal strength and speed. Press both 
trigger buttons (L2/R2) fully 2 to 3 times in linear mode.

Place the controller flat on a surface, then press the "+" button. Once the light stops flashing and 
the controller returns to the main screen, the calibration is complete.

Function Key Combination Description

Rapid Fire TURBO + Fire Button
*TURBO Settings: Press TURBO + Fire Button once to enable TURBO; twice to enable AUTO; three times to 
disable TURBO.
*TURBO Clear: Long press TURBO for 3 seconds to clear all TURBO; screen icon turns gray when successful.

TURBO + D-Pad Up Fast frequency, 16 times/second; success shown on screen.

Macro Function Enter via Menu

Long press “Home” button for about 3 seconds to enter settings, choose programming mode. 

After selecting M1 or M2, enter programming interface. Press “+” to confirm, “-” to return. 

Long press M1 or M2 to clear contents.

Volume Control Enter via Menu
Long press HOME to enter menu, select Volume. Default is 80%. Left/Right D-Pad adjusts volume 

by 10% steps from 0–100%. Memory function. “0” means mute, shown on display.

Lighting Effects Enter via Menu
*Long press HOME for 3 seconds to enter lighting settings.
*Left/Right D-Pad adjusts brightness by 10% steps from 0–100%. Memory function. “0” means lights off, status
shown on screen

The controller can store device information for four platforms: Switch, PC, receiver, and 
phone. When reconnecting or pairing across platforms, the controller will restart and 
require entering the menu twice to complete the connection.

The default thumbsticks on the game controller 
feature a short travel height (4.5mm). The package 
includes an additional pair of tall thumbsticks (7.0mm) 
as a gift, and they are interchangeable.

Replacement Method:
Pull the original thumbstick upward firmly to remove it, 
then align the new thumbstick with the slot and press 
down to install.

Low Battery Alert
