Turning the system on or off

2 When a safety warning appears, read it and tap "Confirm". 

And 
for a self-shifter, after shifting the vehicle to P (parking) or applying the parking brake. ▪ Tap the Language to change your language.

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Operating the touch screen

If you use the Bluetooth communication function, you can exchange data by connecting 
Bluetooth devices that are close to each other without a cable connection, so you can use various 
devices more efficiently. 

In order to connect a Bluetooth device to the system, the device must first be registered in the system’s 
Bluetooth device list. Up to 5 devices can be registered. 

To use the Bluetooth function, another device, such as a mobile phone or MP3 player that 
supports the Bluetooth function, must be connected to the system. Check if the device to be 
connected supports Bluetooth.
