(Paper Replacement Course:)

Press the loading and unloading
paper opening key in the lower
right corner to automatically pop
open the loading bin and open the
cover of the bin upward at the
same time.

Take out the old paper roll and put the new paper
roll in the direction shown. The paper should be
put straight and not crooked.

(Note: The new thermosensitive

paper needs to be exposed to

2 cm of paper bin length so

that the machine can absorb

paper automatically when

the paper bin is shaped)

Cover the paper bin, the
machine can automatically
absorb paper after normal
use.
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After the above steps
are correct, the machine
can print normally.

CBattery Warning Note:)

. Please use 5V charger to charge according to the specification
to avoid damage to the machine;
