Q Why is my WIN key not working?

The WIN key is locked when you press FN + WIN. The WIN indicator light will be on.
Press FN + WIN again to unlock it.

Q Why are my WIN and ALT keys swapped,
and why are F1-F12 not responding or acting as function keys?

Pressing FN + S switches the keyboard to MAC mode. In this mode, the WIN and ALT keys are swapped,
and FN + F1-F12 functions as function keys. Press FN + A to switch back to Windows mode.
