Important Safeguards

Typhur Sync Gold Dual. Failure to follow these
instructions could result in property damage or
bodily injury.

CAUTION

DO NOT use the Probe when cooking at
temperatures above 932°F/500°C for 2 minutes.
DO NOT place the Device Base unit directly on
the grill cover or close to any hot surface.

DO NOT use the Probe in a microwave or
pressure cooker.

DO NOT use cleaning products containing
alcohol, ammonium, benzene, or abrasives, all of
which could damage the device.

DO NOT submerge the Probe in water for long
periods of time.

DO NOT run the Probe under cold water
immediately after cooking. Let the probe cool
down prior to washing.

Using for the First Time:

1.Before using your Typhur Sync Gold Dual, ensure
the product is fully charged and you have reviewed
the important safety information.

2. Download the free Typhur App for iOS or Android.

3.Insert the probe completely into the meat,
ensuring that it passes the safety line but does
not exceed the ceramic handle and that the
internal sensors are in the center of the meat.

Pair the Typhur App

For first-time use, you can scan the QR code on
the Device Base to download and install Typhur
APP.

Install Typhur APP to monitor
and control this device.

Open the Typhur App on your smartphone or
tablet.

Tap on "Devices" and select "Add Device".
Select Typhur Sync Gold Dual and follow the
instructions to pair your device.

to the marking on the appliance.

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The device will actively connect to Wi-Fi when
within range of a Wi-Fi signal. This ensures that
the Typhur App instantly receives any messages
from the Device Base. The device will display the
signal strength of the currently connected Wi-Fi
network through the "Wi-Fi" icon.

Bluetooth connection

The device can also connect to and push
messages to the Typhur App via Bluetooth.
However, this connection method does not
guarantee that the app will receive all messages
instantaneously. Please note that the Wi-Fi
connection is more reliable than the Bluetooth
connection.
