 This device only supports Apple’s devices.It is compatible only
 with Apple’s devices running iOS 14.5 or higher.

 To use the Apple’s “Findmy” app to locate this device,the latest 
version of iOS,iPad OS, or Mac OS is recommended. The
“Find items”app on Apple watch requires the latest verison of 
Watch OS.

 Please check your Apple device and ensure the Bluetooth
function,Wifi function and location function of it have been 
enabled and working in normal states.

2.1   Power on 
    Press the power button for about 3s to turn 
on this device.

    Press the power button three times rapidly, and 
on the fourth press, hold it down continuously until
you hear the power off sound.
