It takes approximately 6 to 7 hours to fully
charge. When the LCD shows that the battery power has reached 100%, it means that the battery has been
fully charged.

When you first plug in a power source, sola﻿r panel, or wall charger, the power station may take one minute to
detect and adjust its charge circuitry before it starts drawing power from the source.

Solar Panel Charging
NOTE: Do not charge the power station via a solar panel (or a series-parallel
connection) whose voltage exceeds DC12-26 V.  

Solar Panels Sold

Recharging times are approximate and can vary depending on numerous factors. 

Place the solar panel in direct sunlight as much possible. 
If using a DieHard Solar Panel (sold separately), plug the solar panel into the PV Input.
Supports 120 Watt and 200 Watt DieHard solar panel charging. 
The sunlight intensity determines the charging time.



OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
How To Power/Charge Devices 
Make sure the power station is on by pressing the Power On/Off Button. 
If powering or charging a device via DC Output or USB Output, plug the device into the DC Output. When done
powering or charging a device via DC Output or USB Output, disconnect the device from the power station. 

If powering or charging a device via AC Output, plug the device into the AC Output. Then, press the AC On/Off
Button to turn on the AC Output. When done powering or charging a device via AC Output, turn off the device
and disconnect from the power station. Then, press the AC On/Off button to turn off the AC Output. 

To charge a cell phone with the wireless charger, make sure power station is turned on then place the cell
phone on the wireless charging icon on the top of the power station. NOTE: some phone cases may prevent
the phone from charging. 

When activated, the LCD display will provide details on the charging output. 
The LCD screen will automatically shut down when no outputs are activated or charging are activated. 

Pass-through Charging 
The advanced battery management system of the power station allows it to charge a connected device via DC
Output and USB Output while charging the power station. 

NOTE: Do not connect devices via AC Output while charging the power station. 

Overload condition 
If an overload condition occurs on the ouput port, the power station will automatically turn off AC Output
power. The blue indicator light of LCD screen will still be illuminated and the DC Output status will be the same
as usual. If this occurs, check the input cable. 

The port will be efficient when the input charge cable meets the specification outlined in the General
Specifications section. 



CLEANING, STORAGE, AND TRANSPORTING
Cleaning 
Make sure that the power station is disconnected from all input power sources and output devices. Wipe with
a clean, dry, soft, lint-free cloth. 
Remove any foreign objects, dirt, or other obstructions on the vents on both sides. While cleaning foreign
objects in the side vents, do not allow debris, dirt, or other blockages to enter the power station. 
Do not use corrosive cleaners or solvents. 
Do not use compressed air to clean the side cooling vents, as it will cause foreign particles to enter the
interior and cause a short circuit.

WARNING
Note: To av﻿oid the risk of electric shock, do not use metal objects to clean the ports. 

Storage 
Battery life may be reduced if not used for a long time. It is recommended to fully charge and discharge the
power station at least once every three months to maintain the health of the battery. 
If power station will be stored for over a month, charge it to 50% capacity and keep it indoors at normal
temperatures. The maximum storage time should not exceed six months. 
Store the product in dry environments. Do not place the power station where it may come in contact with
water. 
Keep the power station away from direct sunlight. 
Excessive temperature will lead to reduced service life, overheating, and fire. Extremely cold conditions below
the specified storage range can also impair the performance and service life of the power station. 
Keep away from corrosive chemicals and gases. 
After taking it out of storage, perform a visual inspection to ensure that the appearance of the power station
and all accessories are in working order. Check the vents on the intake and exhaust sides to make sure they
are free of foreign objects.

Confirm that the wall plug power adapter is the one provided with the power station.

The power station is not charging with the 12V Car Charger Connection
Confirm that the car charger connector is inserted fully into the DC Input.
Confirm that the car charger connector is the one provided with the power station.

The power station is not charging with the Solar Panel Connection
Confirm that the solar panel connector is inserted fully into correct input.
Check that the solar panels are in direct sunlight. NOTE: sunlight intensity determines charging. 

NOTE: If the input does not comply with the requirements located in the
Specifications section, the Low Watt range 0 to 10 may be displayed.
