TROUBLESHOOTING

If there is no DC, USB or AC output after the product is turned on, what should | do?

(1) Remove the charging device, charge itself for 5-10 minutes, and then restart;

(2) Please ensure that the operating temperature is within the range.

The product can be turned on, but there is no output from the corresponding DC, USB, or AC port,
what should | do?

(1) Check if the product has low battery. If the battery is low, please charge it in time;

(2) Check if the electrical device exceeds the load limit and causes protection. Remove the charging device,
restart i,

(3) Confirm whether the output of this product meets the requirements of the electrical device;

(4) Check whether there is a short circuit between the output port and the electrical device. After removing
the device, restart it;

(6) Connect the device to another power source to see if it works normally. Some devices may be incom-
patible.

Unexpected shutdown during use?

This may be due to the internal safety protection system of this product. Overcharge, overdischarge,
overheating, overcurrent, low temperature, short circuit, etc. can all cause it to stop working. In this case,
simply unplug all electrical devices, let the product sit until the working temperature range is normal, charge
the product for 5-10 minutes, check whether the used device is faulty, and then restart it.
