Feeder Installation 

IF MOUNTING ON WALL, FENCE, OR POST 

1. Determine desired mounting location. For tips, see section on feeder placement.

2. If mounting on concrete, Pre-Drill 1/4” holes and insert mounting anchors.

If mounting on wood, Pre-Drill 1/8” holes

Working temperature: －25℃～+55℃;



3. Install lower screw into pre-drilled hole leaving ¼” of space between the surface and the

head of the screw.

4. Install bracket onto lower screw

5. Ensure that bracket is level and install upper screw until fully tightened

6. Tighten lower screw



 
 

7. Determine desired rotational position of feeder and lower feeder onto bracket.  

 
 

8. Snap the back latch on the feeder down to hold the feeder in place. 

9. Push Camera into Feeder until device is fully seated onto antenna pin 



 
 

10. Fill Feeder with seed and wait for the birds!! 

IF MOUNTING ON A TREE 

1. Determine desired mounting location. For tips, see section on feeder placement.  

2. Insert included mounting strap through slots in mounting bracket 

 
 

3. Wrap mounting strap around tree at desired height  

4. Fish strap through cam buckle. 

 



5. Pull loose end of strap until tight

6. Determine desired rotational position of feeder and lower feeder onto bracket.

7. Snap the back latch on the feeder down to hold the feeder in place.

8. Push Camera into Feeder until device is fully seated onto antenna pin



9. Fill Feeder with seed and wait for the birds!!

Creating your FeatherSnap Account 

1. Follow the quick start guide that came with your Feeder OR visit

2. Select Create Account

3. You will see the first form screen to start filling out your details

a. Email address (This will be used to login)

b. Confirm your Email address

c. Create a secure Password

d. Confirm the Password by entering it again

e. Read and agree by selecting the checkbox to the Terms and Conditions and the User

Agreement

f. Select Next

4. You will see the second form screen to finish filling out your details

a. First Name

b. Last Name

c. Select your Country

d. Select your State/Province

e. Phone Number

f. Confirm your Phone Number

g. Select Next

5. You will receive a verification email at the address you provided to confirm and activate your

new account

a. Retrieve Verification code from your email (Check your spam if you don’t see it)

b. Input the Verification code



c. You will be logged in to your account if the verification code is valid

6. You will see plan purchase options for your FeatherSnap feeder

a. Follow the on screen prompts to complete your plan selections

7. Once Plan selection is complete, download the FeatherSnap App to Activate Your Feeder

Setting Up Your Device 

1. Charging the battery

a. Using the included USB-C cable and a 5V power block (not included) charge the Lithium

Ion Battery Cartridge for ~6hrs. When fully charged, all three LEDs will display solid

green.

b. To check battery charge level, press the button on the cartridge.

1 LED = Low Battery 

2 LED = Half Charge 

3 LED = Fully Charge 

2. Install battery into camera

3. Powering ON/OFF the device

a. Power ON

i. Hold Power button down for 3 seconds

ii. LED will begin to flash violet

iii. Camera will provide audio prompt “Power On”

b. Power OFF

i. Hold the power button down for 5 seconds.

ii. Camera will provide Audio Prompt “Power Off”.

4. Pairing your device

a. NOTE: The camera does NOT have to be in the feeder to activate the device.

b. If the device is not already paired the device will automatically enter pairing mode after

power on.

c. If the blue LED is not flashing, make sure the camera is powered on and click the power

button 3 times to enter pairing mode

d. Pairing Mode will be indicated by a blue flashing light

e. In the Mobile application navigate to “Add a Feeder” and follow the onscreen

instructions prompts to activate your device.

f. Successful pairing will be indicated in the application.

g. There will also be an audio prompt “Device Pairing Successful.”

5. SD Cards and Memory

a. An optional microSD card can be inserted into the device if desired.

i. If an SD card is inserted into the device all image and video captures will be

saved to the card.

ii. When the SD card memory is full, the camera will begin overwriting the oldest

captures.



b. The device has 5GB of internal storage capacity.

i. Images will be deleted from internal memory immediately after images are sent

to the Mobile App

ii. Videos will be saved until memory is full.

1. When memory is full the device will begin overwriting the oldest videos.

6. Solar Charging

a. The feeder roof is equipped with dual solar panels

b. Be sure that the camera is fully seated into the feeder to ensure adequate charging

c. Be sure to install the feeder in a sunny location to maximize charge time

7. Feeder Placement

a. Tips for feeder location to optimize bird traffic and image quality

i. Mount feeder in a sunny location

ii. Mount feeder near trees or other active feeders where birds can find it easily

iii. Avoid facing the feeder to the South

1. Direct sunlight could cause glare and unwanted triggering of the PIR

which will produce images with no birds.

iv. Mount feeder so that it is easy to access and refill with seed regularly

v. Be sure that feeder is mounted securely to avoid damage

8. Filling the feeder

a. The feeder has two separate seed compartments (hoppers) to hold different seed types.

b. To fill the hopper, press the button on the back of the feeder to drop the roof forward

c. Fill each side of the hopper.

d. Lift roof to latch back into place.
