Instructions

(1) How to connect to a mobile phone to record audio/video

Step 1: Long press the transmitter (collar microphone) to turn
it on;

Step 2: Plug the receiver into the phone to complete the con-
nection;

Step 3: Turn on the default noise reduction mode, open the
phone camera or shoot APP to record audio and video.
(Note: Due to system restrictions, some Android phones do
not support external device recording)

c. Double-click microphone: turn on/off mute (the connection
light flashes when the mute is turned on, and the connection
light is always on when the mute is turned off)

d. Triple-click microphone: turn on/off reverb (the reverb light is
on when the reverb is turned on, and the reverb light is off when
It Is turned off)

@ Connection indicator light: The ice blue light of the micro-
phone connection indicator light is always on, and the ice blue
light flashes when it is not connected

® Charging indicator light: The red light is always on when the
microphone is charging, the full light is off, and the indicator
light is off when it is not charging

@Noise reduction indicator light: The ice blue light of the indica-
tor light is always on when the noise reduction is turned on, and
the indicator light is off when the noise reduction is turned off
(®Reverb indicator light: The ice blue light of the indicator light is
always on when the reverb is turned on, and the indicator light is
off when the reverb is turned off

Product parameters
