Karaoke Microphone Connection

Step 1: Long Press the speaker's power button to turn on the speaker
(whether in pairing or in Bluetooth/ AUX/USB/TF mode), make sure
the speaker is in working condition.

Step 2: Long Press the karaoke microphone’s power button to turn on
the microphone, the microphone will automatically connect to the
speaker, and after successful connection, the indicator lights of the
microphone and speaker will be simultaneously stay on in blue.

« This speaker can pair with 2 mobile devices via Bluetooth. To pair
with another Bluetooth device, long press the M button 3s to re-enter
Bluetooth pairing mode.

* This speaker can only play music on one mobile device at a time.

To play from another connected device, pause the device that's
currently active first.

* Each time you power on your speaker, it will automatically connect
to your last connected device if available within the Bluetooth range.
If not, press the M button 3s to enter Bluetooth pairing mode.

AUX/USB/TF Mode

Plug in 3.5mm audio cable or insert USB Drive/TF Card input to
speaker's USB Port/TF Slot/ AUX-in Jack, then short press M button to
switch USB/TF/AUX mode.

Troubleshooting

- Confirm the speaker is fully charged and it's not
paired with other devices.

- Forget all Bluetooth pairing records on your phone.

- Reboot your speaker and your phone.

- Disable and enable Bluetooth on your phone.

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Notes on product Use

About Charging:

1. Please use a 5V/2.5A charger that meets the safety specifications
for charging. Output current that less than 2.5A also can charge the
karaoke, but it takes longer to fully charge. Chargers with an output
greater than 5V may damage the battery of the speaker.

2. Try not to use the speaker completely without power and keep it
charged for a long time after charging, otherwise it will cause
irreversible damage to the battery.

3. Do not charge the battery in a humid or too hot

environment (<45 C) to avoid battery failure.

4. Do not charge the speaker or use the speaker to charge other
equipment when it is wet.

5. The charging port and AUX port are very close on some of the
speakers which support AUX mode. If you use the speaker in AUX
mode while it is charging, there might be static noises due to the
electromagnetic interference which is normail. In this situation, we
suggest you fully charge the speaker before using the speaker in
AUX mode.

6. In case of long-term non use, especially in humid and high
temperature seasons, in order to protect the battery life of the
speaker, it is recommended to power on regularly and check the
remaining power to charge in time.
